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Introduction

The secretariat of the Economic and Social
Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) is
pleased to present the National Accounts Studies
of the ESCWA Region, Bulletin no. 30. This
edition of the Bulletin, presents available data and
ESCWA estimates of gross domestic product
(GDP) at both current and constant prices, in
addition to the consolidated national accounts of
ESCWA member countries during the period
2005-2009, and the estimated real GDP growth
for 2010.

Data were mainly collected from responses to
questionnaires compiled by ESCWA, national
publications and other official sources. In
countries where detailed data were not available,
ESCWA estimated the components of GDP
according to economic activity and expenditure at
current and constant prices.

This publication is divided into three chapters.
Chapter I presents selected indicators that show,
in United States dollars some aggregates of
national accounts and their relative distribution
among Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC)
countries, States with more diversified economies
(MDEs) and ESCWA member countries. Official
and estimated exchange rates were used for the
conversion of the national currencies of ESCWA
member countries into United States dollars.

The tables and figures in chapter I highlight
variations between GCC and MDE countries that
are members of ESCWA, and between the
ESCWA region and other regions of the world.

Chapter II presents consolidated national accounts
of ESCWA member countries in national
currencies at current prices. These data include
GDP and expenditure, national disposable income
and its appropriation, external transactions and
GDP by economic activity.
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Chapter I contains estimates of GDP by
expenditure and economic activity at constant
prices in United States dollars during the period
2005-2009. Discrepancies in the base years used
by the various ESCWA member countries lead to
a decision to adopt the year 2000 as the base year
to compute the components of real GDP for the
purpose of comparison.

The Commission hopes that this study will be
useful to economic and social researchers and
planners, and welcomes any comments or
suggestions.
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The global financial crisis which hit the world in
2008 had its repercussions on the global economy.
The crisis had inertia and affected the global
economic growth rate in 2009. The global economic
growth rate of 1.6 per cent in 2008 decreased
substantially to reach -2.0 per cent in 2009, and is
expected to reach 3.6 per cent in 2010. It is
estimated to increase and turn positive in 2010
because of the massive global spending by
governments in late 2008 and at the beginning of
2009. In 2009, the decrease in the growth rate of
the world economy was buffered by the growth rate
of developing economies whose growth rate
exceeded the global rate by 4.4 per cent (being 2.4
per cent in 2009). On the other hand, the growth rate
of developed economies reached -3.5 per cent in
2009. 1t is clear that the crisis affected MDEs and
ESCWA member countries; however, the effect on
these economies was not major as it was on the
developed countries.

Parallel to the global trend, economic growth in the
ESCWA region has decreased to 2.58 per cent in
2009 as compared to 6.82 per cent in 2008. This
reduction in the growth rate was mainly because of
the global financial crisis. GCC countries were more
affected than MDE by the crisis. Annual average
growth rate of the GCC countries decreased from
7.34 per cent in 2008 to 1.13 per cent in 2009.
However, in 2009, the MDE countries witnessed an
average real GDP growth rate recording 5.49 per
cent, a rate higher than both the GCC countries’ and
the ESCWA region’s average real GDP growth
rates. TIn terms of growth, Qatar was the best
performing economy among the ESCWA countries
with a growth rate of 8.65 per cent. However,
Kuwait had a negative growth rate of 2.67 per cent.
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According to projections from the United Nations
Department of Economic and Social Affairs, the
world economy is expected to flourish in 2010, In
reality, estimates indicate that the world economic
growth rate is expected to increase to 3.6 per cent in
2010, as a result of an increase in the growth rates of
both developed and developing economies. GDP in
developing economies is expected to increase by 7.1
per cent in 2010 against 2.4 per cent in 2009
whereas GDP in developed economies is expected
to increase by 2.3 per cent in 2010 against a former
decrease by 3.5 per cent in 2009.

The growth rate of the ESCWA region is expected
to increase to 4.5 per cent in 2010, against 2.38 per
cent in 2009. This growth rate is the result of an
expected increase of 4 per cent in the real GDP of
the GCC countries and an increase of 5.4 per cent
for the MDE countries in 2010.

The overall economic performance of GCC
countries has a major influence on the economic
growth in the ESCWA region as a whole. The GCC
countries account for about 66 per cent of total GDP
of the ESCWA region. Saudi Arabia and the United
Arab Emirates together account for more than two
thirds of the GCC’s total GDP.
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The average growth rate of real GDP per capita in
the GCC countries dramatically decreased in 2009
compared to its level in 2008, whereas it slightly
decreased in the MDE countries over the same
period. The overall average growth rate of real GDP
per capita for the ESCWA region as a whole
decreased and stood at 0.31 per cent in 2009, against
4.40 per cent in 2008. The average annual real per
capita GDP of the ESCWA region stood at
US$3,262 in 2009. This ESCWA average is
strongly skewed given the substantially higher real
GDP per capita rate of GCC countries, at
US$14,216, compared to the mean of US$1,320 in
the MDE countries, In terms of individual
countries, the average real GDP per capita ranged
from a low of US$552 in the Sudan, to US$35,871
in Qatar. This is an evidence of disparity between
ESCWA countries. In 2009, many ESCWA
countries experienced a decline in real GDP per
capita. The highest decline was for Kuwait 4.82 per
cent, whereas Lebanon recorded the highest growth
rate of 7.73 per cent in real per capita GDP.

Final consumption expenditures account for a high
proportion of GDP in the ESCWA region. During
the period 2005-2008, the average ratio of final
consumption expenditure to GDP was 58.75 per
cent, whereas the average ratio of gross capital
formation to GDP was 22.17 per cent. In 2008,
final consumption expenditures in the ESCWA
region were divided between private and
government consumption expenditure, at 74.7 and
25.3 per cent respectively. Again, these averages
hide different behaviour patterns in GCC and MDE
countries, with private consumption ratios to total
consumption reaching 69.1 and 83.2 per cent
respectively. This disparity can be attributed to
different income levels, purchasing power and
consumption and saving patterns between the GCC
and MDE countries. It is evident that GCC
governments are investing and spending more on
infrastructure and service provision, which in turn,
will improve the quality of life and reduce private
consumption to total consumption.
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Large gaps in the net exports of goods and services
of the GCC and MDE countries were also observed
during 2005-2008. The average ratio of net exports
of goods and services to GDP for the ESCWA
region as a whole was 18.07 per cent over the four-
year period. The corresponding average ratio was
27.46 per cent in the GCC countries and -3.63 per
cent in the MDE countries. However, in 2008, the
average ratio of net exports of goods and services to
GDP was 26.29 per cent in the GCC countries, as
compared to -0.67 per cent in the MDE countries.
This small share of GDP is largely due to the
relatively high payments for imports in the MDE
countries.  Overall, net exports, for ESCWA
countries, as a percentage of total GDP increased
and recorded a ratio of 17.64 per cent in 2008.

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Chapter 11
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Consolidated accounts in national currencies,
at current prices



Chapter II presents the main consolidated national
accounts for each ESCWA member country. All
the tables presented are based on data provided by
the national statistical offices of corresponding
countries up to November 2010. In those cases
where no national data were available, particularly
in the case of the last year in a series, various
statistical methods were used to calculate
estimates of the main aggregates. For those
countries which did not provide 2009 estimates,
implicit deflators were estimated through
regression of historical time-series agatnst
Consumer Price Index (CPI) estimates and, along
with real growth forecasts, were employed to
obtain estimates of GDP aggregates, in both
constant and current terms.

Figures are included at the end of each set of
country tables to outline the economic structure of
the ESCWA member countries in question, with
GDP classified according to economic activity
and expenditure.

General observations on the national data

presented in this chapter are set forth below.

Bahrain

The national accounts section of the Economic
Planning Directorate in the Ministry of Finance
and National Economy prepared these tables in
accordance with the United Nations System of
National Accounts (SNA) 1968.

Egypt

The Ministry of Planning prepared the national
accounts tables in accordance with the
classifications and definitions of SNA 1993,

Iraq

The data for Iraq was provided by the national
accounts unit at the Central Bureau of Statistics.
Data were prepared in accordance with SNA
1993,

Chapter III reviews economic growth in real terms
after eliminating the effect of price inflation. In
order to facilitate the interpretation and use of
these accounts, ESCWA has unified and
recalculated these accounts in United States
dollars, taking 2000 as a standard base year for all
countries, based on the fact that original official
base years vary from one country to another and
sometimes from one year to the next.

Official tables of GDP by expenditure and
economic activity at the current and constant
prices of original base years were used to compile
the tables presented in this chapter. In this regard,
deflators for each component of GDP were first
calculated, based on available data at current and
constant prices. These deflators were then
rebased 1o the standard base year. Components of
GDP were subsequently derived at constant 2000
prices in national currencies and then converted to
United States dollars using the standard base year
exchange rate.

In cases where data were unavailable, ESCWA
produced estimates using various statistical
methods.
