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INTRODUCTION

The Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia
(ESCWA) presents the twelfth issue of the Bulletin on Population and
Vital Statistics in the ESCWA Region. The Bulletin provides detailed
information on the population of the ESCWA region and its vital
events: births, deaths, marriages and divorces. It presents this
information in three parts: population; fertility and mortality; and
marriage and divorce.

In this issue, the Bulletin presents the main indicators for each
vital event. These indicators have been computed using national data,
weighted by population estimates from the 2008 Revision of the World
Population Prospects, prepared by the United Nations Department of
Economic and Social Affairs. Data series for 1990, 1995 and from
2000 to the latest available year which are presented have been
compiled by ESCWA from national statistical yearbooks and vital
statistics publications, where available, and from responses by member
countries to ESCWA questionnaires. These questionnaires are used to
compile additional information from national statistical offices that
reflect regional specificities.

In this current issue, major changes have been introduced to
produce a completely revised Bulletin, in which both quality and
relevance of disseminated data are enhanced. The objective of these
changes is to provide a more effective tool for monitoring comparable
data and indicators.

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Section One

Population



Section I of this Bulletin, entitled “Population”, presents data on
population size in the ESCWA region. It is divided into two parts. The
first part represents the population estimates”’ and the second part
represents the population data from the censuses. This section contains
51 tables and 29 population pyramids for ESCWA member countries.

In this issue, data on all censuses, in the different rounds, conducted in
the ESCWA countries were included. All ESCWA member countries, with
the exception of Lebanon, conduct a population census every 10 years. Data
have been disaggregated by women, men, national, non-national, urban and
rural

Information on the youth and elderly population have been added as well
as the dependency ratio.

Population pyramids for all the censuses in the different rounds have
been included in this issue. The country pyramids provide a comparative
overview of the age distribution for women and men among the member
countries.

Section 111 of this Bulletin, entitled “Marriage and Divorce”, presents data
on mean age at first marriage, crude rates of marriage and divorce in the
ESCWA region for the years 1990, 1995 and from 2000 to the most recent
year for which data is available for each country®. This section contains 5
tables and 13 charts.

Data on mean age at first marriage for women and men as well as number
of marriages and divorces in the total population with their respective crude
rates which have been calculated based on the population estimates from the
United Nations Population Division, Department of Economic and Social
Affairs (DESA), World Population Prospects, revision 2008.

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11. Gross reproduction rate (GRR)
