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INTRODUCTION

The Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia
(ESCWA) presents the eleventh issue of the Bulletin on Population and
Vital Statistics in the ESCWA Region. The Bulletin provides detailed
information on the population of the ESCWA region and its vital
events: births, deaths, marriages and divorces. It presents this
information in three parts: population; fertility and mortality; and
marriage and divorce.

In this issue, the Bulletin presents the main indicators for each
vital event. These indicators have been computed using national data,
weighted by population estimates from the 2006 Revision of the World
Population Prospects, prepared by the United Nations Department of
Economic and Social Affairs. Annual data series from 2000 to the
latest available year are presented. To facilitate monitoring, data by
five-year interval from 1990 to 2000 have also been included. The
monitoring of vital events requires comparable data over a period of
time. ESCWA has compiled data from national statistical yearbooks
and vital statistics publications, where available, and from responses by
member countries to ESCWA questionnaires. These questionnaires are
used to compile additional information from national statistical offices
that reflect regional specificities. In 2008, the Statistics Division at
ESCWA collaborated with the United Nations Statistics Division in
New York in sending questionnaires to member countries. Duplication
of effort was thus eliminated and the burden on national statistical
offices consequently lessened.

Following revision of the production process in 2007-2008,
ESCWA has introduced major changes to produce a completely revised
Bulletin, in which both quality and relevance of disseminated data are
enhanced. The objective of these changes is to provide a more effective
tool for monitoring comparable data and indicators while maintaining
ownership by and credit to national sources.
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This issue introduces an inventory of data availability, a
comparative inventory of the region that indicates the level of statistical
capacity in individual member countries. Assessment of it reveals the
extent of data gaps and the improvements that are necessary at the
national level. A wider range of indicators is provided than in earlier
editions, and the use of charts and analytical text facilitates the
interpretation of indicator values and trends, thus better meeting the
needs of stakeholders. Furthermore, where available and applicable, it
includes spatial distribution and a gender perspective, as geographical
distribution and sex-disaggregated data are both crucial elements in
effective planning and policymaking processes.

Two further additions have been made. The first is the inclusion
of technical notes, which provide information on definitions and the
methods of computation used to drive indicator values, thus providing
users from different disciplines with transparent information that is in
line with the United Nations Fundamental Principles of Official
Statistics. The second innovation is the addition of a glossary of
statistical terms.

Readers are encouraged to provide feedback and proposals
for  further enhancement of the Bulletin through the
questionnaire provided. The electronic version of the Bulletin
can be accessed on the ESCWA Statistics Division webpage at
http://www.escwa.un.org/divisions/main.asp?division=sd.

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The population of the ESCWA region increases by 80.5 million
in 17 years

The world population is currently growing by some 80 million per
year, while in the ESCWA region total population estimates' reveal an
increase of some 80.5 million between 1990 and 2007, representing an
increase of almost 50 per cent in just 17 years. The increase in the
ESCWA population is distributed almost equally between women and
men.

Since 1990, Egypt, the Sudan and Iraq have had the largest
populations in the ESCWA region. In this period, the population of
Egypt has increased by over 20 million, that of the Sudan by almost 13
million and that of Iraq by over 10 million. However, their combined
share of the total population of the region decreased from 63.8 per cent in
1990 to 60.5 per cent in 2007. This was primarily attributable to the
significant decrease (3.4 percentage points) in Egypt’s share of the total
population of the region, the highest decrease in all member countries
during the reporting period.

Of the 13 countries in the ESCWA region, six maintained their
share or saw only a minimal (less than 0.2 per cent) change of share of
the ESCWA total population during the period 1990-2007. The share in
Bahrain, Kuwait, Lebanon, Oman, Qatar and Saudi Arabia has not
changed since 1990. The highest increase of share was seen in Yemen
(1.6 per cent between 1990 and 2007), the Yemeni population having
increased by over 80 percentage points since 1990. Moreover, the share
of both Palestine and the United Arab Emirates has increased by 0.74 per
cent and 0.66 per cent respectively, predominantly as a result of the near
doubling of the population in both countries during the reporting period.

Figures 1 and 2 illustrate the share of individual member countries
as a percentage of total population of the ESCWA region in 1990 and

Growth rates over 3 per cent per year in almost all member
countries

From 1990 to 1995, Jordan, the United Arab Emirates and
Yemen recorded the highest population growth rates in the region at 5.6
per cent, 5.3 per cent and 4.6 per cent per year respectively. Both
Kuwait (5.1 per cent per year) and the United Arab Emirates (5.8
per cent) recorded the highest population growth rates in 1995-2000,
while Qatar (5.1 per cent) and the United Arab Emirates (4.7 per cent)
had the highest growth rates in 2000-2005, followed by Kuwait (3.8
per cent), Palestine (3.5 per cent), Yemen (3.0 per cent) and Jordan (2.9
per cent). The population growth rate for the remaining countries
ranged from 1.8 to 2.7 per cent per year, with the exception of Lebanon
(1.2 per cent) and Oman (0.8 per cent).

Jordan, Lebanon, Oman and Yemen recorded the highest
declines in population growth rates (over 2 percentage points) between
1990 and 2005. The remaining countries saw minimal declines of less
than one percentage point in the same period.

It is worth noting that Kuwait had a negative population growth
rate (-4.3 per cent) in 1990-1995, during which period Jordan
conversely recorded the highest rate (5.6 per cent) in the region. This is
directly attributable to the population exodus from Kuwait to Jordan
during the first Gulf war. In 1995-2000, Kuwait subsequently witnessed
a surge in growth rate, peaking at 5.1 per cent, while during the same
period, the growth rate in Jordan fell, stabilizing at 2.2 per cent. The
population growth rate in Kuwait in turn fell in 2000-2005, stabilizing
at 3.8 per cent per year.

Figure 3 shows the average annual population growth rate for all
ESCWA member countries for the periods 1990-1995 and 2000-2005.

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High gains in life expectancy achieved in the ESCWA region
in the past 15 years

According to 2006 estimates, average life expectancy globally
was 64.2 years: 66.3 years for women and 62.1 years for men in 1990-
1995. Today, both women and men live approximately two years
longer than 15 years ago: 1.6 years in the more developed regions and
2.1 years in the less developed regions.

All ESCWA member countries made substantial gains in life
expectancy during the period 1990-2005. Egypt recorded the highest
increase, with 6.1 years; in Yemen, life expectancy increased by 4.7
years; in Qatar, by 4.4 years; in the United Arab Emirates, by 4.1 years;
in the Syrian Arab Republic, by 3.9 years; in Jordan, by 3.3 years; and
in Oman, by 3.0 years. Life expectancy in both the Sudan and Saudi
Arabia increased by 2.8 years, followed closely by Palestine with 2.7
years. It is worth noting that while Kuwait and Lebanon made the
lowest gains during the reporting period, they have the highest life
expectancy in the region, at 71 and 77 years respectively.

The sole exception to this upward trend is Iraq, where life
expectancy has dropped by 2.5 years for both sexes; it currently stands
at an average of 57 years: 59.3 years for women and 54.9 years for
men. This is attributable in large part to the deterioration of health
services and facilities in the last decade as a result of war and internal
unrest.

Almost all member countries, with the exception of Iraq, the
Sudan and Yemen, will reach the life expectancy target of 70 years by
2015. Iraq, the Sudan and Yemen, however, are highly unlikely to
reach the target by 2015 unless they take exceptional measures to
improve the quality of life of their people.
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Figures 4, 5 and 6 provide a comparative illustration of life

expectancy at birth in selected ESCWA member countries.

Almost all ESCWA member countries carry out a population
census every 10 years, with the exception of Lebanon, where the last
census was carried out in 1932. Almost all member countries undertook
censuses between 2001 and 2007, with the exception of Iraq, where one
is planned for 2009.

two clusters of population age

The traditional demographic balance in the Arab region has been
based on a high fertility rate coupled with a high mortality rate.
However, due to a rapid decline in infant mortality and an increase in
life expectancy, the age structure of the population has changed in
recent years and there has been a substantial increase in the number of
people of working age (15-64 years). In addition to births and
mortality, other processes, such as migration, have a strong influence
on the age-sex structure of the population; this can clearly be identified
in the shape of the population pyramid.

The population pyramid is a presentation of the age-sex
distribution of the human population in a particular region. The
countries of the ESCWA region can be categorized into two distinct
clusters. The first comprises countries with large differences between
the numbers of women and men: Bahrain, Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, Saudi
Arabia and the United Arab Emirates. The male population of these
countries is greater than the female population, particularly in the
middle years (24-44 years). This difference is attributable to an increase
in the number of non-nationals in the labour markets of the Gulf
Cooperation Council (GCC) countries.
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Moreover, years of high fertility rates in the ESCWA region have
resulted in a sizeable increase in the number of young people, giving
the aggregate population pyramid a concave or bell shape, which is
typical of developing countries. This can clearly be seen in the second
cluster of countries, which have a large base and a narrow top: Egypt,
Iraq, Jordan, Palestine, the Sudan, the Syrian Arab Republic and
Yemen. The broad-based age structure of the population reflects the
dual impact of high fertility and declines in mortality.

Many mothers from the previous generation are still producing
large numbers of children, although according to the latest census data
from a number of countries, the 0-4 years age group has been
decreasing as a result of lower fertility rates. This is the case in
Bahrain, Egypt, Oman, Saudi Arabia, the Sudan and Yemen, where the
number of both girls and boys in this age group is smaller than the next
age group (5-9 years).

The following country pyramids provide a clear illustration of
age-sex distribution according to the latest census data.

Need for greater access to medical care and reproductive
health services

The rate of natural increase — the difference between birth
rate and death rate per thousand per year — has declined since
1990 in most countries in the ESCWA region, although there are
variations between countries. According to data for the latest
years available, countries can be classified into three levels: at the
lowest level, the United Arab Emirates and Yemen demonstrated
the most restricted rates of natural increase (1.4 per cent and 1.2
per cent respectively); at the medium level, Bahrain, Egypt,
Kuwait, Lebanon, Oman, Qatar and Saudi Arabia registered
increases between 1.5 and 2.0 per cent per year; and the highest
rates, over 2 per cent, were seen in Iraq, Jordan, Palestine and the
Syrian Arab Republic, the last of which registered an increase of
over 3 per cent. Figures 20 to 25 show the rates of natural
increase in selected countries.

With the exception of the Syrian Arab Republic, which
registered an increase of 6 births per thousand, the birth rate in
most countries declined during the period 1990-2007. Notable
decreases were seen in Yemen (73 per cent), the United Arab
Emirates (53 per cent) and, to a lesser extent, Oman (34 per cent).

During the same period, however, greater variation between
countries was seen in death rates. While these declined in a
number of countries (Bahrain, Egypt, Iraq, Kuwait, Palestine and
the United Arab Emirates), surprisingly seven countries, namely
Jordan, Lebanon, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, the Syrian Arab
Republic and Yemen, saw an increase in death rates.
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Deeper assessment of mortality rates during that period
shows a decline in child-related mortality rates (foetal, infant, and
child mortality). Maternal mortality, however, shows an increase
in all countries with available data, with the exception of Kuwait,
which saw a decrease from 7.4 to 1.9 per 100,000 live births. This
evidence would appear to suggest that such public health
measures as better nutrition, improved sanitation and more
widespread immunization were effective, although measures
related to reproductive health services, such as greater access to
medical care, still require targeting in order to achieve more
widespread improvements.

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Circulatory system diseases remain the leading cause of death

Diseases of the circulatory system are by far the most frequent
cause of death in the ESCWA region. According to the latest available
data (2000-2007) they were responsible for a total of 183,828 deaths,
some 38.3 per cent of the 479,480 deaths registered in that period.
Death rates of women from circulatory diseases were higher (40.7
per cent) than those of men (36.5 per cent). The second most frequent
cause of death, with 40,965 deaths (8.5 per cent of all recorded deaths),
was diseases of the digestive system. Five out of every ten deaths were
related to these two causes.

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Other deaths are attributable to diseases of the respiratory system
(28,847 deaths; 6.0 per cent of all recorded deaths), diseases of the
neoplasms (28,488 deaths; 5.9 per cent), diseases of the endocrine,
nutritional ~and  metabolic  system (17,898  deaths; 3.7
per cent), diseases of the genito-urinary system (15,722 deaths; 3.3
per cent), infectious and parasitic diseases (12,220 deaths; 2.5 per cent),
diseases of the nervous system (7,538 deaths; 1.6 per cent), conditions
originating in the perinatal period (7,358 deaths; 1.5 per cent) and
congenital  malformations,  deformations and  chromosomal
abnormalities (6,753 deaths; 1.4 per cent). The remaining deaths
represent less than 1 per cent of total deaths.

Fertility rates in decline

The total fertility rate is a more direct measure of the level of
fertility than the crude birth rate, since it represents births per woman.
This indicator shows the potential for population growth in a country.
High rates will place certain limits on the labour force participation
rates for women; large numbers of children indicate large family sizes
that might in turn limit the ability of families to feed and educate their
children.

Total fertility rates in almost all ESCWA member countries with
available data, namely Bahrain, Egypt, Iraq, Oman, Qatar and the
United Arab Emirates, have declined since 1990, the exception being
Kuwait, where the rate has remained stable for a number of years at
close to the rate of replacement (2.2-3.0).

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The total fertility rate in Iraq has fallen by 4.2 percentage points
to 2.6 children per woman, the highest decrease in member countries
with available data, followed by the United Arab Emirates, which has
halved its rate to 2.4 since 1990. Egypt and Qatar have fallen to total
fertility rates of 3.1 and 3.0 respectively and the rate in Bahrain has
dropped to 2.8. In 2007, Oman recorded its first data point with a total
fertility rate of 2.5.

The adolescent fertility rate has followed a similar trend, in
particular in the GCC countries. Significant decreases have been seen
in Qatar, the United Arab Emirates and Bahrain since 1990,
representing falls of 72, 56 and 38 per cent respectively.

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In the ESCWA region, as in many others, marriage is seen as a
social sanction required for a man and a woman to live together and
enter into a legitimate sexual relationship for the biological continuity
of the population. Marriage and its dissolution are important proximate
determinants of fertility. Studying data on the age at first marriage
enables its impact on fertility to be assessed, as early marriage has a
greater impact on fertility than later marriage. In recent years, Arab
countries have faced rapid changes in nuptiality patterns as a
consequence of social changes. Such factors as increased numbers of
women being employed outside the home, greater female autonomy
and increased life expectancy for both sexes have had a considerable
effect on the demographic process.

Fewer and later marriages in Lebanon; more and earlier
marriages in Palestine

Mean age at first marriage in the ESCWA region has been
increasing gradually over the past 17 years for both women and men. In
Bahrain, the mean age for both sexes has increased for nationals and
non-nationals: in 2006, the mean age at first marriage for women was
23.2 years, a rise from 22.3 years in 1990, while that for men was 27.6
years, an increase from 26.1 years in 1990. In Egypt, while the mean
age at first marriage for women increased from 22.1 years in 1990 to
23.5 years in 2007, the mean age for men remained steady at around
28.5 years.
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The largest increase in mean age at first marriage in the region
was seen in Jordan and Oman. In Jordan, the mean age at first marriage
for women increased from 21.5 years in 1990 to 26.3 years in 2007; the
increase for men was slightly lower, from 25.9 years in 1990 to 29.4
years in 2007. Similarly, in Oman, the mean age at first marriage for
women increased from 20.3 years in 1990 to 25.0 years in 2003, while
that for men rose from 23.2 years in 1990 to 28.0 years in 2003.
Lebanon, however, has the highest mean age at first marriage in the
region: 28.8 years for women and 32.8 years for men in 2004, followed
by the Syrian Arab Republic: 26.8 years for women in 2006, a rise from
25.1 years in 2000, and 30.6 years for men in 2006, an increase from
28.9 years in 2000.

In Palestine, Qatar and Saudi Arabia, while there has been a
change in the mean age at first marriage for both women and men, the
difference is less significant than in other countries. The latest
available data for Palestine shows the mean age at first marriage is 19.4
years for women and 24.6 years for men; while these are the youngest
mean ages at first marriage in the ESCWA region, they still represent
an increase from 18 years and 23 years respectively in 1990. In Qatar,
the mean age at first marriage increased from 22.9 years for women and
26.1 years for men in 1995 to 23.7 years and 26.5 years respectively in
2007. In Saudi Arabia, 2007 data shows the mean age at first marriage
is 24.6 years for women and 27.2 years for men, compared with 24.1
years and 26.9 years respectively in 2004.
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In 2007, the highest number of marriage registrations in the
ESCWA region was in Jordan, where 60,548 marriages were registered,
representing an increase of 85.1 per cent since 1990. Jordan was
followed by Iraq, where the number of marriages registered increased
by 82.9 per cent between 1990 and 2000, and Bahrain, where the 4,724
marriages registered in 2006 represented an increase of 60.6 per cent
since 1990. The number of marriages registered in Egypt and Kuwait in
2007 increased by 51.8 per cent and 39.9 per cent respectively from
1990 figures, while Lebanon recorded the lowest increase, with 35,796
marriages registered in 2007, a rise of just 19.5 per cent since 1990.

The crude marriage rate has increased in most ESCWA member
countries, although it has declined in Kuwait and Lebanon, falling
slightly from 5.5 to 4.7 between 1995 and 2007 in Kuwait and from
10.1 to 8.7 between 1990 and 2007 in Lebanon. The crude marriage
rate in Bahrain was 6.4 in 2006, an increase from 6.0 in 1990. In Egypt,
it was 8.1 in 2007, an increase from 7.3 in 1990. Iraq and Jordan have
also seen a rise in crude marriage rates: 9.6 in Iraq in 2004, compared
with 7.8 in 1990, and 10.2 in Jordan in 2007, a slight increase from the
10.1 registered in 1990. The United Arab Emirates and Qatar have the
lowest crude marriage rates within the region at 3.8 and 3.1 in 2007 and
2005 respectively, while Palestine has the highest rate: 16.3 in 2007, a
rise from 15.2 in 1990.

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Despite a decline, Egypt still has the highest number of
divorces

Latest available data show that the divorce rate in Saudi Arabia is
little more than one third of that in Egypt. In 2007, Qatar registered 997
divorces, the lowest number in the region, yet representing the highest
percentage increase (177.7 per cent) since 1990, followed by the Syrian
Arab Republic, with a 133.8 per cent increase (19,506 divorces
registered in 2007).

The crude divorce rate has increased in most ESCWA member
countries in recent years. However, rates in Egypt, Palestine and the
United Arab Emirates have declined. In Egypt, the crude divorce rate
fell slightly from 1.2 in 1990 to 1.0 per thousand in 2007; in Palestine,
it decreased from 2.3 in 2000 to 2.0 per thousand in 2007; and in the
United Arab Emirates, it fell from 1.1 in 1990 to 0.8 per thousand in
2005. In 2007, Jordan and Palestine recorded the highest crude divorce
rates in the region at 2.0 per thousand, followed by Kuwait (1.7
per thousand), Bahrain (1.5 per thousand) and Lebanon (1.5 per
thousand). The United Arab Emirates had the lowest crude divorce rate
in the region at 0.8 per thousand, followed by the Syrian Arab
Republic, Saudi Arabia and Egypt (all at 1.0 per thousand).
