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Preface

Youth population, defined as persons between 15and 24years of age constitute almost a fifth of the
world's population in 2005. Close to 66 million of men and women of that age group live in the Arab region in
2005, growing from 44 million in 1990. Youth make up nearly 21 percent of the Arab population; of which 60
percent or 39 million young people are located in the member countries of the Economic and Social
Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA).

The United Nations has long recognized that youth are key agents for social change and economic
development. Member States have acknowledged this matter in 1965, when they adopted the Declaration on
the Promotion among Youth of the Ideals of Peace, Mutual Respect and Understanding between People.
Two decades later, in 1985, the General Assembly called for the observance of the International Youth Year:
Participation, Development and Peace, which drew international attention to the vital role that young people
play in development, and in working to achieve the goals of the Charter of the United Nations. Later in 1995
on the tenth anniversary of the International Youth Year, the United Nations adopted an international
strategy- The World Programme of Action for Youth to the Year 2000 and Beyond- to address the problems
of youth and to increase the opportunities for their participation in society. The World Programme1 covers ten
priority areas, targeted to the attention of national policy makers and provides the framework for measurinq
and evaluating the achievements.

The Millennium Summit of September 2000 reinforced this commitment by addressing the youth
employment problem. A total of 189 heads of State and Government resolved in the United Nations
Millennium Declaration to "develop and implement strategies that give young people everywhere a real
chance to find decent and productive work". Youth employment became an integral part of the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) and acquired the status of a goal in its own right.

The present issue of the Compendium of Social Statistics and Indicators is dedicated to Youth. It
seeks to address three priority areas of the World Programme, exploring issues of education, employment
and health. The report is divided into the following two parts: Part one "Profiles of Youth in ESCWA member
countries" contains selected youth indicators for all 13 ESCWA member countries. The data are for the most
recent year available; and Part two "Youth in social and economic life" provides a broad picture of the social
and economic life of youth in the region. Time series are presented, where possible, to illustrate patterns of
change.

Information throughout the Compendium has been obtained from three main sources: replies of
national statistical offices to ESCWA questionnaires; official national statistical yearbooks and reports, and
electronic databases of various international organizations particularly the Department of Economic and
Social Affairs (DESA) Population Division, the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) and the International Labour Organization (ILO). Sources of the data and
corresponding notes are given below each table. For a number of ESCWA countries the latest available
data go back to the period 1995-1999, depending on the indicator and the country. This limits the use of
these indicators for decision-making, especially as the region is witnessing one of the highest population
growth rates in the world and the proportion of youth in the population is high. An extrapolation is therefore
needed.

The Compendium is aimed at a wide audience of users of statistics. It is hoped that it will satisfy
their requirements of youth indicators. Any comments on the data would be very welcome and should be
addressed to the Head of Statistics Coordination Unit at ESCWA at the following email address:

The ten priorities are asfollows: education, employment, hunger and poverty, health, environment, drug abuse, juvenile delinquency
leisure-time activities, girls and young women and the full and effective participation of youth in the fife of society and in decision
making.

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National Youth Policy Formation: Ten Steps to National Youth Policy Formulation*

Many countries have established national youth policies, using the World Programme of Action for Youth to
the Year 2000 and Beyond as a guide. Other countries are considering such a step. In the formulation of a
National Youth Policy Plan, governments and other stakeholders may consider the following ten steps:

1. Participation: involve all stakeholders right from the beginning, i.e. in the design, implementation and
evaluation of the youth policy. Participation from youth, NGOs, all related government departments and
levels, as well as UN agencies, is imperative to the success of the policy. It enhances the probability of
creating a youth policy that best fits the needs of youth, and helps to create support and understanding of the
policy objectives, which is necessary for the implementation of the policy.

2. Definition: define youth as appropriate for your country. Youth generally refers to the transition period
from childhood to adulthood. The United Nations defines youth as all people of 15 to 24 years old.

3. Situation analysis: make profiles of the development situation of young people in your country. The ten
priority areas for youth development, adopted by the General Assembly in World Programme of Action for
Youth to the Year 2000 and Beyond (A/RES/50/81), could serve as a reference. Make distinctions in
categories according to age, sex, rural/urban, ethnicity, education level and family income. Set priorities
according to your findings.

4. Resources: make a profile of the available resources in the country. Resources are policies, programmes
and financial means of the government, NGOs, youth organizations and private initiatives, as well as existing
networks, expertise and legal frameworks. Compare the needs of young people to the available resources.
Set long term goals and measurable short term objectives. Design your framework for action accordingly.

5. Experience: learn from experience. Many Governments have developed a youth policy and run a great
variety of youth development projects. Make use of the available research and expertise within all agencies.

6. Information: make sure that the national youth policy is well known and understood to create the
necessary political and societal commitment from the national to the local level. Establishing and maintaining
communication channels improves relationships. Experiences from "the field" can enrich a government's
understanding of the youth situation and policy implementation.

7. Institutional structure: establish a lead agency in the government. Youth development implies a cross-
sectoral approach. This agency can be a ministry or a department within a ministry. Its aim is to coordinate
the activities of different ministries on youth matters in order to secure the effective integration of youth policy
into national development planning. Such an agency also creates coherence between implemented policies
and programmes.

8. Political commitment: The adoption of the national youth policy by the Government and its formal
enactment by the national legislative body indicates the political will to initiate and pursue such a policy.

9. Adaptation to local circumstances: translate national youth policy to regional and/or local level,
directed to the specific needs of the youth in that area.

10. Monitoring and evaluation: redefine goals and objectives according to new trends and needs in young
people's lives. When conducting population and theme specific censuses or national sample surveys include
specific questions related to youth development. In addition, qualitative indicators concerning perceptions,
attitudes and aspirations could be developed through special surveys and studies.

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Chapter 1:

Youth population: an overview

Youth population in ESCWA countries is estimated at
39 million in 2005. It has grown from 24 million in 1990,
at an annual growth rate of 3.1 percent. Egypt is the
most populous country accounting for nearly 40 percent
of youth population, while 14.8 percent of youth live in
Iraq, and less than 0.5 percent of youth are in Bahrain.

The greatest growth of youth population, during 1990-
2005, is observed in United Arab Emirates, where
youth population increased on average by 6.9% during
this period. On the contrary, in Kuwait and Lebanon,
the number of youth aged 15-24 years increased slowly
by 0.8 percent and 1.3 percent respectively during the
past 15 years.

There are more men than women in the age bracket 15-24 years in ESCWA countries, with on average 95
young women for each 100 young men in 2005. Egypt and Lebanon have the highest proportion of young
women to young men, estimated at approximately 98 women per 100 men. Qatar and United Arab Emirates
have substantially the lowest ratio of women to men aged 15-24 years at 62 and 61 women per 100 men
respectively.

Marriages and divorces

Overall, marriage rates for youth in ESCWA region decreased between 1990 and 2004. The highest rate for
young men was found in Jordan at 47.1 marriages per 1,000 young men, and the lowest in Qatar, where
only 10 out of 1,000 young men were married in 2004. For young women the incidence of marriages varied
between 158.8 and 34.8 marriages per 1,000 young women in Lebanon and Qatar, respectively.

The 2000's have witnessed a modest decrease in youth divorce rates in the ESCWA region. The decrease is
most significant in Jordan and Palestine among men, whereas divorce rates among women are most
prevalent in Egypt. Only in Kuwait, the incidence of divorces increased for both young men and women
during the past decade.

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Chapter 2:

Illiteracy

While youth are better educated now than in 1990,
there are still 8.9 million youth in ESCWA region in
2005. Overall, youth illiteracy rate decreased by 11.7
percentage points from 1990 to 2005. Currently, on
average 23.6 percent of youth population is illiterate.
The highest illiteracy rates were in Iraq (53.5%),
followed by Yemen (27.6 percent) and Egypt (26.5
percent). On the contrary, fewer than 0.5 percent of
youth in Jordan and Oman in 2005 are illiterates.

In the ESCWA region, there are more young women
(30.5 percent) illiterate than men (17.1 percent) in
2005. There are however differences at the country
level. Illiteracy among young women tends to predominate in 8 ESCWA countries namely Egypt, Iraq,
Lebanon, Oman, Palestine, Saudi Arabia, Syrian Arab Republic and Yemen. On the other hand, the
proportion of illiterate young men is higher in Bahrain, Jordan, Kuwait, Qatar and the United Arab Emirates.
The widest male-female gap is in the United Arab Emirates, where the illiteracy is 6.6 percentage points
higher for men than women.

Educational attainment

In the countries for which data are available, the educational attainment of youth varies. In Jordan and
Kuwait, 55.5 percent and 54.6 percent, respectively, of the youth population have completed their education
at the lower secondary level. In Bahrain and Egypt, 40.3 percent and 32.6 percent, respectively of young
men and women have achieved the upper secondary level. In the Syrian Arab Republic, close to 50 percent
of youth population had primary level schooling in 2002.

Generally, fewer women in the age bracket 15-24 years have completed tertiary level. Qatar and Palestine
stands out as having the highest proportion (close to 5 percent) of young women with tertiary level education.

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Chapter 3:

Economic activity rates

The economic activity rates of youth decreased
in most ESCWA countries between 1995 and

2001, mainly as a result of more young people
staying in the education system, as well as an
increased number of youth who are discouraged
from entering the labor forcei perceiving their
chances of finding work too limited. Youth
activity rates were highest in Syrian Arab
Republic (52.1 percent) and Bahrain (41.5
percent) and lowest in Saudi Arabia and
Palestine, with respectively 17.5 percent and
26.2 percent of youth population in the labor
force.

The share of young women in economic activity
is lower than men in all ESCWA member

countries, ranging from 30.1 percent in Syrian
Arab Republic to 7.0 percent in Saudi Arabia in 2001.

Unemployment rates

Youth unemployment rates vary across the ESCWA region. Around 2000, the highest proportion of youth
unemployed was in Palestine (38.4 percent), followed by Jordan (31 percent) and the Syrian Arab Republic
(26.6 percent). In most countries, more women are unemployed than men. In 2001, the unemployment rate
for women is 39.3 percentage points higher than men in Qatar, followed by Egypt at 25.4 percentage points
and Syrian Arab Republic at 17.7 percentage points. In1997, however, the situation was opposite in both
Iraq and Lebanon, where youth unemployment rates for men were, respectively 19.7 and 10.3 percentage
points higher than for women.

In general, youth unemployment rates are higher than adult unemployment rates throughout the ESCWA
region. The ratio of youth-to-adult unemployment rate is more than double in most of countries, thus
indicating that young people have greater difficulty than their adult counterparts in finding jobs. The ratio is
the highest in Saudi Arabia, where youth unemployment rate was 5.6 times higher that adult unemployment
in 2001. In contrast, Yemen (1999) and Iraq (1997) had lowest youth-to-adult unemployment ratios, with
young people being less than twice as likely as adults to be unemployed.

Share of youth unemployment to total unemployment

The share of youth to total unemployed ranged from 78.2 percent in the Syrian Arab Republic to 28.9
percent in Kuwait around 2000. This is yet another indication that young people are at greater risk of
unemployment than adults. In the majority of countries, the share of unemployed young women to total
unemployed women is lower than it is for men. The difference between women and men is the highest in
Qatar, where the share of young unemployed men to total unemployed men is 18.4 percentage points higher
than for women.
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The Youth Employment Network (YEN)

Youth Employment Network (YEN) was created within the framework of the Millennium Declaration
where Heads of States and Government resolved to "develop and implement strategies that give
young people everywhere a real chance t find decent and productive work".

The network is a partnership between the UN, World Bank and International Labor Organization (the
latter hosting the Secretariat) that brings together leaders in industry, youth, civil society
representatives and policymakers to tackle the issue of youth employment at the global, national and
local level.

The mandate for this global alliance has been strengthened by tow UN General Assembly Resolutions,
the December 2002 Resolution on promoting youth employment (A/RES/57/165) and Resolution
A/RES/58/133 (ofJanuary 2004) concerning policies and programmes involving youth. Both
resolutions encourage countries to prepare National Action Plans (NAPs) on youth employment by
September 2004 with the participation of young people.

The YEN includes a High Level Panel of 12 experts and practitioners on youth employment, that
advise the heads of the three core partners and advocate for youth employment internationally and
through their respective networks. The panel produced a set of recommendations, which focused on
four global priority policy areas or the four "E's": Employability, Equal opportunities, Entrepreneurship,
and Employment creation. This policy framework is now providing practical guidance for countries in
preparing their NAPs.

Ten countries, of which Egypt, have stepped forward to be among the lead countries in this process
and showcase successful youth employment practices.

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Chapter 4:

Life expectancy at age 15 years

During the past decade the ESCWA region has
made small gains in life expectancy at age 15-
the average number of years a person at age
15 can expect to five. Around 2005 the
population aged 15 years is expected to live on
average 59.8 years compared to 58.0 years in
1995. The United Arab Emirates has

experienced the greatest increase in life
expectancy at age 15 since 1995 rising by 2.7
years, followed by Yemen (2.5 years) and
Egypt {2.2 years). Young women tend to live
longer than young men in all ESCWA
countries. For women and men aged 15 years
the difference in life expectancy varies from 2.5
years in Yemen and 4.7 years in the United
Arab Emirates during the period 2005-2010.

The population at age 20 in ESCWA region is expected to live another 55 years between 2005 and 2010. In
all ESCWA countries, life expectancy at age 20 has increased since 1995, most notably in the United Arab
Emirates, Yemen an Egypt with 2.6, 2.3 and 2.1 years respectively. The projected longetivity of women at
age 20 tends to exceed that of men by almost 3 years. The gap between women and men is the largest in
the United Arab Emirates at 4.7 years, and the lowest in Yemen 2.5 years during the period 2005-2010.

Fertility rates for women aged 15-24 years

In all ESCWA countries, the fertility rates for women under 24 years have decreased since 1990. The
sharpest decrease is observed in Qatar over the past 12 years, where the proportion of births declined by 9
percent for women aged 15-19 years and by 4.5 percent for mothers aged 20-24 years.

Overall, the highest reported fertility rates for young women were found in Yemen and Palestine around
2003. The proportion of births to mothers aged 20-24 years was higher than that of mothers aged 15-19
years. In Qatar, for instance, the number of births to women aged 20-24 years was approximately eight times
as high as the number of births to mothers aged 15-19 years in 2003.

Age-specific deaths rates for youth

With the exception of Palestine, youth death rates in ESCWA countries have showed little and, in some
cases, no changes since the 1990s. The highest youth death rates are found in Palestine at 1.0 deaths per
1,000 population, and the lowest in Kuwait at 0.5 deaths per 1,000 population. Young women have,
However, lower mortality than young men. The biggest difference was recorded in Palestine, where the
number of deaths among men in the age bracket 15-24 years was eight times higher than among women in
the same age bracket in 2004.
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Disability rates for youth

Statistical data on disability are available for a few ESCWA countries. These data are often based on
different definitions, and consequently comparisons between countries must be made with caution. The
disability rates for people aged 15- 24 years were highest in Palestine and Qatar around 2000 both
approximately at 1.5 disabled persons per 100 population. In general, disability is more prevalent among
men than women; however differences between the 15-19 and 20-24 age brackets vary substantially from
country to country.

Smoking rates for youth

Data on smoking behavior are scarce in the ESCWA countries; however some patterns have emerged.
Available data for youth show that smoking rates are substantially higher for the population aged 20-24 years
than for that aged 15-19 years. In Bahrain for example, the percentage of smokers is 4.5 times higher for
persons between 20 and 24 years than persons aged 15-19 years. Clearly, smoking is more prevalent
among young men than young women. In Jordan, the difference between women and men who smoke is
32.2 percentage points in 2003.
