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Introduction

The secretariat of the Economic and Social Commission for
Western Asia (ESCWA) is pleased to present the twentieth issue of
the External Trade Bulletin of the ESCWA Region.

The Bulletin includes data and statistical indicators on the
international trade in goods of ESCWA member countries, based
primarily on national sources, as well as from secondary sources
where appropriate.

The External Trade Bulletin of the ESCWA Region aims to
provide complete, detailed international merchandise trade data on
ESCWA member countries for the users of such statistics, including
planners and researchers at the national, regional and international
level, to assist them to meet their needs in this area of statistics.

The Bulletin is divided into three parts:

Part | includes summary tables on the overall trade trends
and the share of the region in total world trade. It includes a set of
indicators on the share of external trade in the gross domestic
product (GDP) of ESCWA member countries and also itemizes the
total imports, exports and trade balance of ESCWA member
countries.

Part Il presents the values of intraregional trade in the
ESCWA region in a series of tables that show the importance of
intraregional trade as part of total world trade, identifying the trade
network within the region and providing a concise reflection of the
structure of intraregional trade according to the Harmonized System
(HS) sections. Trade in crude oil has been excluded from the data in
this part in order to show the structure of intraregional non-oil
merchandise.
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Part 111 provides data on the direction of trade of ESCWA
member countries with other countries and regions during the
period 2006-2010. Iraq is not included in these country tables, due
to the unavailability of detailed data. The data in this part also cover
the value of imports and exports of ESCWA member countries by
main countries and economic groupings as employed by the United
Nations Statistics Division and other international organizations.

General notes

PartI. Summary of the external trade statistics of ESCWA
member countries

Tables 1.1 to 1.8 include crude oil and oil products.

Tables 1.1 and 1.2 show the share of the ESCWA region in
total world trade and annual trade growth rates for ESCWA
member countries respectively. In both tables, ESCWA member
countries are divided into two groups: major oil exporting countries
and other countries.

Tables 1.3 and 1.4 include a set of indicators on the share of
external trade in the gross domestic product (GDP) of ESCWA
member countries and total trade per capita.

Annual growth rates for the periods 1991-2001 and 2001-
2010 are calculated using exponential trend functions.

Tables 1.7 and 1.8 show the percentage share of import and
export values for each ESCWA member country by HS sections in
the total imports and exports.
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Part 1. Intraregional trade of ESCWA member countries

All tables in part Il exclude crude oil unless otherwise
indicated in the footnotes.

Table 11.3 and 11.4 show matrices of intraregional values of
imports and exports of ESCWA member countries by reporting
country and partners.

Tables 11.7 should be interpreted with care when used to
obtain trade balances between ESCWA member countries, as the
statistics may not reflect the true situation, since certain member
countries utilize the general trade system to record their
international trade statistics, while others use the special trade
system.

Part I1l. Direction of trade of ESCWA member countries

Foreign trade partners of ESCWA member countries are
classified as “developed” and “developing” economies, distributed
over the five continents (Africa, America, Asia, Europe and
Oceania).

Crude oil values are included as a separate item in the
world aggregate in order to reflect the share of oil in ESCWA
member country imports and exports; detailed data on this
commaodity are usually not available.

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Introduction

Despite the continued impact of the financial and
economic crises that culminated by the end of 2008, trade
performance indicators showed that international trade has
recovered substantially during 2010. Recent World Trade
Organization statistics show a strong growth of the global trade
that increased during 2010 by 14.5 per cent following its
unprecedented drop of 23 per cent in 2009. During 2010, growth
of the world’s exports achieved one of the most remarkable
recent records, the highest since the 1950’s.

Member countries in the ESCWA region were positively
affected by the spur of growth in global trade during 2010 where
the region’s external trade increased by 17.7 per cent and adding
US$193.8 billion over the previous year. Thus the region’s
significant trade expansion achieved during 2010 enabled
member countries to recover the impact of the worst trade
contraction felt in 2009. Statistics published in this bulletin show
that ESCWA exports had risen by US$140.5 billion or by 22.7
per cent while the region’s imports increased by US$53.3 billion
or 11.2 per cent during 2010. Thus the expansion in the region’s
trade was generated by the growth of exports rather than imports.

The highest exports increase rate during 2010 occurred in
Qatar whose exports grew by 35.8 per cent, followed by Bahrain
34.8 per cent, the Syrian Arab Republic 33.6 per cent, Oman
32.4 per cent, Yemen 31.6 per cent and Saudi Arabia achieving
30.6 per cent. On the other hand, Bahrain claimed the highest
increase rate of its imports by 28.3 per cent during 2010,
followed by the Syrian Arab Republic 23.7 per cent, Palestine
21.8 per cent and Yemen 16.9 per cent as table (1-4) shows.
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The considerable exports growth rate in 2010 compared
to 2009 was not vigorous enough to restore back the
extraordinary exports levels of 2008 that was brought by the
surge in oil prices. To explain this inconsistency, one should
recall that oil exports constitute about 70 per cent of the region’s
total exports so that fluctuations in oil prices will cause dramatic
changes to the region’s exports earnings. OPEC published
statistics show that oil prices dropped shockingly during 2009 to
the level of US$61 per barrel after topping US$94.5 per barrel in
2008, before they settled around US$78 per barrel in 2010.

As for the region’s groupings, the share of the ESCWA
region’s main oil producing countries (Iraq, Kuwait, Oman,
Qatar, Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates) was
amounted to 88.7 per cent of the region’s total exports in 2010 as
compared to the ratio of 72.5 per cent in the imports side. The
same group of countries benefited from the expansion exports in
the same year and enjoyed tremendous balance of payments
surpluses that surpass US$290 billion. While struggling to
increase their exports by similar patterns, the region’s more
diversified economies could not attain any surpluses due to their
chronic trade deficits as shown in table (1-4).

As for the ESCWA region’s share of the global trade, it is
noticeable that despite the vast expansion of the region’s total
trade with the rest of the world during 2010, the share dropped
slightly from 4.4 per cent to 4.3 per cent in 2009 due to higher
trade expansion that potentially took place with certain regions.
Overall, this brings forward the fact that the share of the ESCWA
region to global trade remains unrealistically low when
compared to the region’s potentials and resources.

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Introduction

Due to strong demand, ESCWA region’s global and
regional trade had largely recovered and intraregional trade in non-
oil products has shown improved performance during 2010 in all
the countries where data were available. Although the overall
picture for the region’s share of intraregional trade in non-oil
products to total trade still pointing to under-utilized potential,
ESCWA’s intraregional trade development in recent years gives
clear evidence of increased integration and reliance on the region’s
markets especially for the region’s national exports in terms of
both value and share of total exports.

The most integrated economy in the ECWA region
according to the available statistics is the Syrian Arab Republic
whose intraregional exports share of total exports reached
66 per cent, followed by Bahrain with a share of 65 per cent, and
Yemen 57 per cent in 2009. On the other side, Palestine, Kuwait
and Qatar were the least integrated as their shares of intraregional
exports to total exports were 7 per cent, 9 per cent and 10 per cent
respectively. With respect to the share of intraregional imports
to total imports, the Sudan has the highest share during 2009 with
31 per cent, followed by Oman 29 per cent and Yemen with
23 per cent. The least contributors were Palestine with a share
amounted to 2.5 per cent followed by the United Arab Emirates
with 7 per cent, and Saudi Arabia with a share of 8 per cent.
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Available statistics until the time of this publication
show that the ESCWA region has witnessed a surge in its
intraregional trade during 2010 similar to the region’s general
trend of increase in foreign trade. Intra-regional imports of
Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia and the
United Arab Emirates have increased remarkably during 2010
with Oman’s share of intraregional imports to total imports
reaching the peak of 33 per cent, and both Egypt and the United
Arab Emirates having the lowest percentage of 7.8
per cent. On the contrary, the share of intraregional imports in
Bahrain decreased from 16 per cent in 2009 to about 11
per cent in 2010 as shown in table (2-1).

The available statistics for 2010 show that, contrary to
the case of intraregional imports, indicators related to
intraregional exports followed two contradicting trends. While
the value of intraregional exports increased in absolute terms
during 2010 for the countries where data were available with the
highest intraregional exports of the United Arab Emirates that
reached US$15.5 billion and the lowest was Bahrain’s with the
amount of US$1.7 billion, the overall share of intraregional
exports to total exports dropped for all the countries from 3 t0 5
percentage points. The substantial exports increase to other
countries beyond the ESCWA region driven by the strong
global demand made the intraregional share of total exports less
significant as shown in table (2-2).
