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Preface

The secretariat of the Economic and Social Commission for Western
Asia (ESCWA) is pleased to present the twenty-seventh issue of the
External Trade Bulletin of the Arab Region.

The Bulletin includes data and statistical indicators on the
international trade in goods in ESCWA member countries, based
primarily on national sources, and complemented by secondary sources
when needed.

The External Trade Bulletin of the Arab Region aims to provide
complete and detailed data on international merchandise trade in ESCWA
member countries for the users of such statistics, including planners and
researchers at the national, regional and international levels.

The Bulletin is divided into three parts:

Part I includes summary tables on the trends of overall trade in the
region, its annual growth and its share of total world trade and detailed
data on the trends of imports, exports and balance of trade for member
countries for the period 2008-2017.

Part 1l provides summary and indicators of the external trade of
ESCWA member countries, including major trading partners, products
traded, balance of trade and selected indicators concerning trade shares of
gross national product, diversification and trade openness. It also provides
data on the trends of foreign trade and covers the value of imports and
exports in ESCWA member countries, disaggregated by key country and
economic groupings for the period 2013-2017, in line with the practices
of the United Nations Statistics Division and other international
organizations. The tables, however, do not cover the Syrian Arab
Republic due to the lack of detailed data on foreign trade.
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Part 111 presents the values of intraregional trade in ESCWA member
countries in a series of tables. These tables underline the importance of
intraregional trade as part of total world trade, identify the trade network
within the Arab region and provide a concise reflection of the structure of
intraregional trade according to the main sections of the Harmonized
Commodity Description and Coding System (HS). Trade in crude oil has
been excluded from the data in this part to show the structure of
intraregional trade in non-petroleum merchandise.

In the wake of launching ESCWA data portal, the present issue
will be the last paper copy. The External Trade Bulletin of the Arab
Region will be updated periodically on the data portal that can be accessed
on the following link: http://data.unescwa.org/ and bit.ly/ETCP2017.
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General notes

Part 1. Summary of the external trade statistics of ESCWA member
countries

Tables 1.1 and 1.2 show the share of ESCWA member countries in
total world trade and their annual trade growth rates, respectively. In both
tables, ESCWA member countries are divided into two groups: major
oil-exporting countries (Irag, Kuwait, Libya, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia
and the United Arab Emirates) and other countries.

In the light of the definitions in relevant international sources, total
world trade is defined in this bulletin as the arithmetic average of exports
and imports of all countries in the world. Identified in this manner, world
exports would theoretically equal world imports after the deduction of
shipping and insurance charges. However, import values, which are
usually more accurate than export values, do not reflect alone the reality
of merchandise trade due to the said difference of trade in services.
Therefore the arithmetic average is used for more accurate figures.

Tables 1.3, 1.4 and 1.5 present data on total trade of ESCWA member
countries that include the total value of imports and exports, and the
balance of trade for the period 2008-2017. Tables 1.4 and 1.5 also present
a long-term average growth rates since 1991 till 2017.

Trade annual growth rates for the periods 1991-2001 and 2001-2017
are calculated using exponential trend functions.
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Part Il1. Profiles and directions of external trade of ESCWA
member countries

The partners of ESCWA member countries in foreign trade in goods
are classified as “developed” and “developing” economies, distributed
over the five continents (Africa, America, Asia, Europe and Oceania).

Crude oil data are presented as a separate item to highlight the share
of oil in the imports and exports of ESCWA member countries due to the
pivotal contribution of oil in the economies of those countries.

Some differences may be found between statistics on the value of
overall imports and exports in tables 1.4 and 1.5, and statistics contained
in tables 1.6, 1.7 and 1.1 to 11.18. This may be attributed to the
non-distribution of crude oil import/export values or re-export values by
HS section to different countries and economic blocs; to the
non-distribution of import/export values of free zones and non-monetary
gold; or simply to differences in approximation.

Part Il1. Intraregional trade in ESCWA member countries

All tables in part Il exclude crude oil unless otherwise indicated in
the footnotes.

Tables I11.3 and I11.4 show matrices of intraregional imports and
exports of ESCWA member countries, by country and partner, for
countries on which data are available for 2014-2017.

Table I11.7 should be interpreted with care when used to obtain trade
balances between ESCWA member countries, as the available statistics
may not reflect the true situation. Certain member countries use the
general trade system to record their international trade statistics, while
others use a special system.

Trade openness ratio

Measures the importance of international trade in a country’s
macroeconomy. The world average is 56.4 per cent. A higher ratio
than the average means higher trade open economy that also
depends increasingly on the global economy.

(Z exports + X imports) / GDP x 100
Foreign trade coverage ratio

Shows the extent to which exports earnings finance imports, and
thus illustrates the position of the balance of trade in terms of its
components rather than their difference. A percentage higher than
one means a balance surplus and lower one means a deficit.

(X exports / X imports ) x 100

Export market share to total exports of ESCWA member
countries

Ratio of exports to total exports of ESCWA member countries

Introduction

The world trade rebounded robustly in 2017 after years of
modest growth followed by a sharp decline in 2015 and 2016. The
value of world trade and its ratio to world output increased significantly
as it reached about $17,639 billion, a rise of 10.3 per cent over 2016.
The World Trade Organization (WTO) data show that this strong
performance was also accompanied by a strong growth in the world
trade volume that grew by 4.7 per cent in 2017, which gave the global
economy a considerable momentum for growth.

The strong growth of the world trade in 2017 may be attributed
among many factors to the increased demand for imports in general in
various regions of the world, particularly in Asia, where imports grew
by 9.6 per cent. Other factors may include increased investment,
especially in the United States and Japan, as well as the increase in the
prices of many commodities, which have contributed to an increase in
the value of world trade faster than the increase in volume.

As for the Arab region, the exports of ESCWA member countries
rose by 18 per cent in 2017 due to the recovery in the world markets
and oil prices. Imports declined only slightly in 2017, far below the 10
per cent drop in imports in 2016. When comparing the performance of
the region’s exports and imports in 2017 to other regions, export values
increased in most regions of the world. The Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) claimed the highest growth which topped
22.6 per cent, followed equally by Asia and Africa with 13 per cent
growth, while the least growth occurred in the North American region,
which grew by 7.3 per cent in 2017.

Oil prices picked up in 2017 after experiencing a continuous
decline since 2013. OPEC basket price averaged $52.4 per barrel in
2017, a rise of about 28 per cent over 2016, and subsequently affecting
positively the region’s export revenues. The rise in oil prices led to an
increase in total trade value of ESCWA member countries to $1.64
trillion in 2017, an increase of 8.4 per cent over 2016. The share of
ESCWA member countries in the world trade remained unchanged at
4.7 per cent.
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The oil exporting countries'enjoy the major share of the region's
external trade, with exports accounting for 87.5 per cent of total exports
of ESCWA member countries, while accounting for 70.6 per cent of
the region's total imports. Trade performance of this group of countries
relies on international trade in the oil and its derivatives. Due to the
higher oil prices in 2017, the status of balances of payments in these
countries improved significantly and enjoyed financial surpluses
amounted to $204 billion.

On the other hand, ESCWA member countries with diversified
economies? had their exports accounting for 12.5 per cent of total
exports of ESCWA member countries while having 29.4 per cent of
total imports in 2017. Historically, those countries suffer from chronic
trade deficits. The overall trade deficit of the diversified economies
improved slightly in 2017 and shrank by 5.7 per cent to reach $112
billion. Nevertheless, a number of ESCWA member countries suffered
widening deficits including Bahrain, Jordan, the Sudan and Tunisia.

On the country level, imports in most of ESCWA member
countries went up while declining only in six countries in 2017, but
total imports of the region declined by a little less than 1
per cent. The largest increase in imports in ESCWA member countries
was achieved in the Maghreb region, particularly in Mauritania and
Morocco, whose imports increased by 62 per cent and 28.1 per cent
respectively, followed by the Sudan with 25.3 per cent and the Syrian
Arab Republic with an increase of 17.6 per cent. As for the countries
whose imports declined in 2017, Irag claimed the largest drop in its
imports among ESCWA member countries at 38.9 per cent, followed
by Libya, whose imports declined by 19 per cent and Bahrain by 10.8
per cent. In terms of value, Morocco achieved the largest increase in
imports in 2017 amounting to $11.7 billion, followed by Kuwait whose
imports increased by $2.9 billion.

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With the exception of two countries, the exports of ESCWA
member countries in 2017 increased significantly in most countries of
the region achieving an overall increase of 17.9 per cent. Libya's
exports surged by 103.6 per cent, followed by Morocco with a 93
per cent, then Lebanon by 61.5 per cent and Oman by 52.2 per cent.
The Syrian Arab Republic and Bahrain had their exports dropped. As
for the increases in the values of exports, Saudi Arabia enjoyed the
largest increase of $38.7 billion over its 2016 level, followed by
Morocco with an increase of $21.3 billion, and then Iraq by
$16.4 billion.

As for trade openness to the global economy as defined in this
publication and measured by the ratio of total trade to GDP, the United
Arab Emirates continued to be the most open economy among ESCWA
member countries in 2017 with a trade openness indicator value of
153.5 per cent, followed by Mauritania with 110.4 per cent, then
Morocco with 88.4 per cent. The Sudan, on the other hand, continued
to be the least open economy in 2017, with a trade opening ratio
amounted to 13 per cent, followed by Egypt with 39.6 per cent. A ratio
that usually exceeds 100 per cent is to be explained, within the context
of ESCWA member countries, by extensive re-exporting activities, or
increased reliance on imports in the concerned countries.

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Intraregional trade in ESCWA member countries






Introduction

Awvailable data in 2017 show that intraregional non-oil exports for ESCWA
member countries increased by $28.6 billion from their level in 2016 when
intra-regional exports declined substantially. Available data show also the
increasing importance of the share of intraregional exports in the Arab region to the
region’s total non-oil exports which rests at 25 per cent, and indicate higher
dependence on the region’s diversified economic sectors.

The rate of increase of intraregional non-oil exports in 2017 amounted to
33.4 per cent, twice the 17 per cent rate of increase of the region’s total exports.
The United Arab Emirates claimed the largest increase of its intraregional non-oil
exports in 2017 which doubled by $27.7 billion or 101.8 per cent. Oman increased
its exports by $ 2.0 billion or 43.3 per cent, followed by Lebanon with $709.6 million
or 56 per cent. At the same time, intraregional exports retracted in several member
countries in 2017, such as Qatar, whose exports declined by $1.2 billion or 17.8
per cent, followed by Libya whose exports declined by $840.6 billion or 32 per cent,
and Bahrain with a drop of $501.2 million or 10.9 per cent.

With respect to trade integration, the Sudan has the highest share of its
intraregional exports to total non-oil exports in 2017 which amounted to 73.9
per cent, followed by 70.1 per cent in the Syrian Arab Republic and 59 per cent in
Bahrain. While GCC countries’ share was averaged to 29 per cent, the least
integrated countries in the region were the members from North Africa. Mauritania
traded less than one per cent of its exports with the region, followed by Morocco
and Tunisia with 3.2 and 4.1 per cent respectively.

With respect to the value of the intraregional non-oil exports in 2017, the
United Arab Emirates accounted for the highest value of intraregional exports,
exporting $54.9 billion, followed by Saudi Arabia with $18.9 billion, Egypt with
$9 billion and Oman with $6.5. billion. Mauritania was the least with exports of
$10.5 million, followed by the State of Palestine with $139.5 million and Irag with
$251.8 million.
