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Foreword

The secretariat of the Economic and Social Commission for Western
Asia (ESCWA) is pleased to present the twenty-sixth issue of the External
Trade Bulletin of the Arab Region.

The Bulletin includes data and statistical indicators on the
international trade in goods in ESCWA member countries, based
primarily on national sources, and complemented by secondary sources
when needed.

The External Trade Bulletin of the Arab Region aims to provide
complete detailed data on international merchandise trade in ESCWA
member countries for the users of such statistics, including planners and
researchers at the national, regional and international levels.

The Bulletin is divided into three parts:

Part I includes summary tables on the trends of overall trade in the
region, its annual growth and its share of total world trade and detailed
data on the trends of imports, exports and balance of trade for member
countries for the period 2007-2016.

Part 1l provides summary and indicators of the external trade of
ESCWA member countries, including major trading partners, products
traded, balance of trade and selected indicators concerning trade shares of
gross national product, diversification and trade openness. It also provides
data on the trends of foreign trade and covers the value of imports and
exports in ESCWA member countries, disaggregated by key country and
economic groupings for the period 2012-2016, in line with the practices
of the United Nations Statistics Division and other international
organizations. Tables, however, do not cover the Syrian Arab Republic
due to the lack of detailed data on foreign trade.
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Part 111 presents the values of intraregional trade in ESCWA member
countries in a series of tables. These tables underline the importance of
intraregional trade as part of total world trade, identify the trade network
within the Arab region and provide a concise reflection of the structure of
intraregional trade according to the main sections of the Harmonized
Commodity Description and Coding System (HS). Trade in crude oil has
been excluded from the data in this part to show the structure of
intraregional trade in non-petroleum merchandise.
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General notes

Part 1. Summary of the external trade statistics of ESCWA member
countries

Tables 1.1 and 1.2 show the share of ESCWA member countries in
total world trade and their annual trade growth rates, respectively. In both
tables, ESCWA member countries are divided into two groups: major oil-
exporting countries (Irag, Kuwait, Libya, Oman, Qatar, Saudi Arabia and
United Arab Emirates) and other countries.

In the light of the definitions in relevant international sources, total
world trade is defined in this bulletin as the arithmetic average of exports
and imports of all countries in the world. Identified in this manner, world
exports would theoretically equal world imports after the deduction of
shipping and insurance charges. However, import values, which are
usually more accurate than export values, do not reflect alone the reality
of merchandise trade due to the said difference of trade in services.
Therefore the arithmetic average is used for more accurate figures.

Tables 1.3, 1-4 and 1.5 present data on total trade for the ESCWA
member countries that include the total value of imports and exports, and
the balance of trade for the period 2007-2016. Table 1.4 also presents a
long-term average growth rates since 1991 till 2016.

Trade annual growth rates for the periods 1991-2001 and 2001-2016
are calculated using exponential trend functions.
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Part Il. Profiles and direction of external trade of ESCWA
member countries

The partners of ESCWA member countries in foreign trade in goods
are classified as “developed” and “developing” economies, distributed
over the five continents (Africa, America, Asia, Europe and Oceania).

Crude oil data are presented as a separate item to highlight the share
of oil in the imports and exports of ESCWA member countries due to the
pivotal contribution of oil in the economies of those countries.

Some differences may be found between statistics on the value of
overall imports and exports in tables 1.4 and 1.5, and statistics contained
in tables 1.6, 1.7 and 11.1 to 11.18. This may be attributed to the non-
distribution of crude oil import/export values or re-export values by HS
section to different countries and economic blocs; to the non-distribution
of import/export values of free zones and non-monetary gold; or simply
to differences in approximation.

Part Il1. Intraregional trade of ESCWA member countries

All tables in part I11 exclude crude oil unless otherwise indicated
in the footnotes.

Table 111.3 and 111.4 show matrices of intraregional imports and
exports of ESCWA member countries, by country and partner, for
countries on which data are available for 2013-2016.

Table 111.7 should be interpreted with care when used to obtain
trade balances between ESCWA member countries, as the available
statistics may not reflect the true situation. Certain member countries use
the general trade system to record their international trade statistics, while
others use a special system.

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Introduction

World trade continued to decline in 2016 for the second
consecutive year although at a much slower pace than 2015. It reached
15,997.2 billion US dollars in 2016, down by 3.5 percent from 2015
where world trade declined sharply 14 percent. The World Trade
Organization (WTO) data show that such a decline in the nominal value
of trade was accompanied by a slight growth in trade volume of 1.3
percent, which is yet lower than the 2.7 percent growth in 2015.

One of the main contributing factors to the continuing decline in
the world trade is the protraction of the decline in world oil prices in
2016 and the subsequent decline in the prices of most commodities.
Equally important, the slowdown in the growth rates of world GDP,
which grew at a low rate of 2.3 percent in 2016, in addition to the
fluctuations in the exchange rates of the world major currencies, have
mainly affected the decline in the total values of world trade rather than
its volume.

As for the Arab region, exports fell by 12.5 percent in 2016 as a
result of the falling oil prices, since oil is the region’s main source of
income from exports. However, this decline is less severe than the 29
percent decline in 2015. Imports in the Arab region also declined by 9.2
percent in 2016, which is higher than the decline in imports in 2015.
The diminishing exports and imports in the Arab region were consistent
with the retracting trends of the exports of the other regions of the
world. The lowest rate of decrease was in the exports in the European
Union, where they fell by only 0.3 percent, while the highest rate of
decrease occurred in the Commonwealth countries and exceeded 16
percent.

Oil prices continued to fall for the third year in a row in 2016,
slipping down by 18% when the average price reached 40.8 US dollars
per barrel. The negative impacts on export revenues in the Arab region
continued as well, and led to the dwindling of financial surpluses in the
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countries which depend heavily on the export of oil and its derivatives.
The trade balance of the ESCWA region as a whole recorder for the
first time a deficit of 10.5 billion US dollars in 2016, compared to the
surpluses that topped 540 billion US dollars achieved in 2012. The
falling oil prices also reduced the ESCWA region’s total trade to 1.51
trillion dollars in 2016, down by 10.3 percent from 2015. Subsequently,
the share of the ESCWA region in world trade fell to 4.7 percent in
2016. It is worth noting that the share of the ESCWA region in global
exports reached a maximum in 2012 and 2013, when it exceeded 7%.

The major oil exporting countries” in the ESCWA region
continue to enjoy the largest share of the region's external trade, with
exports accounting 88.3 percent of the total exports in the ESCWA
region, while accounting for 74.6 percent of the region's total imports.
The trade performance of this group of countries is characterized by
absolute dependence on international trade in oil and its derivatives as
in the case of Irag, where oil accounts for 99% of its exports. Some
exceptions however exist such as in the United Arab Emirates and
Oman. That trade performance is also characterized by the increasing
dependence on the manufacture and export of petrochemicals and other
diversified products, as is the case in Saudi Arabia and the rest of the
GCC countries.

As for ESCWA member countries with diversified economies®,
their exports accounted for 11.7 percent of the ESCWA region's total
exports and 25.4 percent of the total imports of the region in 2016.
Historically, those countries suffer from chronic trade deficits except
Bahrain, which entered the list in that year. A slight improvement in the
overall trade deficit of the ESCWA countries with diversified
economies occurred in 2016, in which it fell to 117 billion US dollars,

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compared to the total deficit of 119.2 billion US dollars in 2015. Despite
the cheaper oil prices in 2016 and the resulting lower oil bill, it was
plausible to assume that the trade deficit gap in these countries would
probably narrow. However, the factors mentioned above, especially,
and among others, the decline in the prices of commaodities exported,
kept the deficit at the current levels.

On the country level, imports declined in all ESCWA member
countries except five in 2016, leading to a decline in total imports of the
region by 9.2 percent. Saudi Arabia had the largest drop, amounting
to 34.9 billion US dollars or 20 percent, followed by UAE by
16.3 billion and Egypt with a decline of 8.8 billion. As for the countries
whose imports increased, Morocco achieved the highest increase in
the ESCWA region during 2016, with a value of 4.1 billion US dollars,
followed by Iraq (2.2 billion US dollars), and Syria (1.4 billion
US dollars).

Exports declined in most ESCWA member countries in 2016, with
the exception of Egypt and Morocco, whose exports increased by 1.8
and 3.8 percent respectively. Most of the decline in the region’s exports
this year occurred in the oil-rich countries, in contrast to previous years,
where the largest declines hit the countries which suffered from
political instability. The largest decline was in the UAE exports which
dropped by 35 billion US dollars, or about 10.5 percent, followed by
Saudi Arabia (20.5 billion dollars), and Qatar (20 billion dollars).
Imports of Arab countries with more diversified economies, except
Egypt and Morocco, declined by an average of 4 percent, as is the case
in Jordan and Tunisia, while Lebanon's exports remained stable in
2016.
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As for trade openness to the global economy as defined in this
publication and measured by the ratio of total trade to GDP, UAE
continued to assume the ESCWA region's most open economy in 2016
with a trade openness indicator value of 151.9 percent, followed by
Bahrain with 86.5 percent, Mauritania and Oman having 80 percent
similarly. Sudan, on the other hand, continued to be least open economy
in 2016, with a trade opening ratio amounting to 8.8 percent, followed
by Yemen with 24.5 percent and Egypt’s with 26.1 percent. A ratio that
exceeds 100 percent may be explained by extensive re-exporting
activities.
