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Preface

The secretariat of the Economic and
Social Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA)
is pleased to present the twenty-eighth issue of
the Statistical Abstract of the ESCWA Region for
2008.

This Abstract presents time series
statistics and indicators on economic and social
issues in all fourteen ESCWA member
countries.

The Abstract is divided into eleven
chapters, on the following topics: population and
labour force; education and illetracy; health;
gender equality; national accounts; energy;
industry; transport; foreign trade; financial
statistics and prices; and information and
communication technology.

Data contained in the Abstract were
obtained mainly from national statistical sources
in the ESCWA region, either through responses
to ESCWA questionnaires or from statistical
abstracts and bulletins issued by official
authorities in member countries. The Abstract
also relies on data issued by international
organizations and agencies, giving priority to
United Nations sources.

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CHAPTER I. POPULATION

The population of the ESCWA region was
196 million in 2006." With the expected annual
growth of 5 million inhabitants, it would double
by 2050. This momentum is due to large number
of women population in their reproductive years,
and a consequence of high population growth
rates in the second half of the twentieth century.
The population of the region quadrupled
between 1950 and 2000 (figure I-1).
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Figure I-1. Ratio of population size in 2000 to population size in 1950,
by major world regions
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There was a significant change in the
proportion between urban and rural population.
The ratio of urban to total population has
increased from around 30 per cent in 1950, to 50
per cent in 1980 and 74 per cent in 2005. The
exceptions are Egypt and Yemen that continue
to be relatively rural nations, and to a lesser
extent the Syrian Arab Republic (see table I-5).

The average unemployment rate reached
approximately 13 per cent in 2006.> This is
twice the global unemployment rate of the world

(6.3 per cent). The problem is acute in conflict
stricken areas, such as the Occupied Palestinian
Territories (average unemployment rate of 17.5
per cent in 2006) and Iraq (around 22 per cent in
2007).

Egypt has recorded a decline in the rate of
unemployment from 11.2 per cent in 2005 to 9.1
per cent in 2007, mostly as a result of
a strong economic growth. Unemployment
in Saudi Arabia has declined since 2005,
partially as a consequence of increasing the
cost of employing non-nationals. In Bahrain
and the United Arab Emirates, lack of skilled
labour constitutes the major reason for concern,
while Lebanon witnesses emigration of the
professional and skilled labour force.

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High labour force growth rates have
prevailed in the last decades, due to the high
population growth rates on one hand, and a
preference of the private sector to employ non-
nationals on the other. This situation constitutes
a major challenge in the foreseeable future.

Youth unemployment represents 53 per
cent of total unemployment in the region. About
60 per cent of the unemployed are first-time
job seekers.  Youth unemployment ranges
from approximately 37 per cent in Palestine to
73 per cent in the Syrian Arab Republic.
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Female unemployment rate in Egypt was
around 25.1 per cent in 2005, three times higher
than male unemployment rate of 7.1 per cent.
There is a similar situation in Saudi Arabia.
Since early 1970s, the female labour force
participation rate in the region has recorded a
substantial growth, mainly as a consequence of
higher enrolment of women in the tertiary
education.

CHAPTER Il. EDUCATION

The ESCWA region has not yet achieved
the universal goal of primary education for all
children that is among the Millennium
Development Goals set for 2015. The net and
gross enrolment ratios have increased, but 15 per
cent of children in the region still do not have
access to education. This proportion is over 25
per cent in Oman, Saudi Arabia, the United Arab
Emirates and Yemen. Only two member
countries, Kuwait and Yemen, recorded an
increase in their enrolment ratios, while five
other countries recorded a decline of enrolment
in primary education. The decline was more than
15 percentage points in the Occupied Palestinian
Territories.

Five out of the 14 countries in the region
have a gross enrolment ratio above 100 per cent,
due to late entrants, and grade repetition. The
Sudan has the lowest gross enrolment ratio in
the region (66.3 per cent).®

Jordan and Palestine have rates of adult
illiteracy below 10 per cent; however, the female
illiteracy rate is three times higher than the male
illiteracy rate.

Youth illiteracy rates (15-24 years) have
decreased and are substantially lower than the
prevailing adult illiteracy rates. Half of the
countries in the region exhibit youth illiteracy
rates below 5 per cent. Egypt, Iraq, the Sudan
and Yemen have youth illiteracy rates above 25
per cent.

Enrolment in the secondary level of
education (at the average legal entry age of 12)
increased in the entire region, with the sole
exception of Egypt. The net ratio increased
during the same period in 10 countries in the
region, including Egypt.

CHAPTER IIl. HEALTH

The region as a whole recorded a steady
increase in the number of physicians, dentists,
pharmacists and nurses per 100,000 population
in the last few years. Only the United Arab
Emirates recorded a decline in doctors per
100,000 population, from 186 to 123 between
2001 and 2004.* Also the United Arab Emirates
and the Syrian Arab Republic recorded a decline
of dentists per 100,000 population. The number
of nurses per 100,000 population decreased in
the Sudan, the Syrian Arab Republic and the
United Arab Emirates.

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Data on cases of malaria for 2001-2006
are available only for six countries. Half of
them reported an increase. The lowest rates
were reported in 2006 by Bahrain and Kuwait
with 9 cases per 100,000 population. In Yemen
746 and in the Sudan 7,177 cases per 100,000
population were reported.

There was an overall decrease of cases of
tuberculosis in the region since 2001. This
represents a decrease from 12 cases in 2001 to 7
cases in 2006 per 100,000 population in Oman.
Jordan has a stable rate of 6 cases per 100,000
population.  However, there was a slight
increase in Bahrain from 24 to 37 and a large
increase in Qatar from 108 to 381 cases per
100,000 population between 2001 and 2006.

Data on hepatitis are available for eight
countries. There was a decrease in the number
of cases in six of them. The lowest rate was
recorded in Jordan, with 9 cases per 100,000
population

CHAPTER IV. GENDER EQUALITY

The gender parity index (GPI)® for the
region shows a positive trend since 1991. Ten
member countries were very close to attaining
gender equality at the primary education level in
2006 (figure IV-1).

GPI data within the region confirm that
the gender gap in enrolment at the secondary
education level has diminished during the last
two decades. In six member countries (Bahrain,
Jordan, Kuwait, Lebanon, Palestine and United
Arab Emirates), the gender differences have
skewed in favour of girls at the secondary
education level.

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The gender gap in tertiary education
enrolment has diminished in nine member
countries in 2006. In four countries (Bahrain,
Kuwait, Qatar and United Arab Emirates), GPI
is above 2, meaning that the female enrolment
rate in tertiary education is more than double the
male rate. This may be a consequence of
sending male students to universities abroad.

Women in the region hold at most one
third of paid employment compared to men in
the non-agricultural sector, with the highest
share reached by Kuwait (34.7 per cent in 2000),
and the lowest in Yemen (6.3 per cent in 2000).

The highest proportion of seats held by
women in national parliament was reached by
Iraq in 2006, where 27 per cent of the
parliamentary seats were held by women (figure
1V-2).

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CHAPTER V. NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

Throughout the last six years, real
economic growth worldwide continued to
expand boosting economic development in the
region. Between 2003 and 2008, the average
growth rate in the region was approximately 6.5
per cent per year (see table V-1), the strongest
performance since the 1970s.

Nevertheless, regional growth revival has
not been evenly shared. While in the region the
GDP grew in average around 4.2 per cent,
amongst the GCC countries economic expansion
was more than robust and stood at an average of
8 per cent.

Among the most dynamic countries in the
region, the United Arab Emirates grew over 13
per cent in that period, while in Kuwait and
Qatar the average growth rate was over 9 per
cent. GDP has increased at an impressive 10.5
per cent in the Sudan (figure V-1).

However, unlike these dissimilarities and,
to some extent, the explosive pattern of growth
exhibited during the 1970s and early 1980s, the
rates of economic growth have been converging
within this sub-region (figure V-2). This
outcome was largely due to the exceptionally
high oil prices which paved the way for
economic progress amid all GCC countries.

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Regarding GDP per capita, the current
economic growth in the ESCWA region has
been watered-down by the fast population
growth of most countries. In the case of the
GCC countries, where nominal growth was
approximately 5 per cent in 2007, GDP per
capita represents just 2.6 per cent. While the
more diversified economies in the region
reported improvements, Palestine GDP per
capita declined. In Yemen, after several years of
declining levels, the growth was of 0.7 per cent
in 2007. A notable exception was Lebanon,
which enjoyed a solid growth of GDP per capita
of approximately 6.7 per cent, after three years
of deteriorating economic conditions.

On the whole, the average per capita
growth in the ESCWA region over the last six
years was 2.9 per cent, even though this
outcome was a substantial revival over the
lethargic decade of the 1990s.

CHAPTER VI. ENERGY

The world oil reserves were estimated at
1,238 billion barrels, with 628 billion barrels
located in the region at the end of 2007.° Oil
reserves in Saudi Arabia are the highest, with
264 billion barrels representing about 21.3
per cent of the world petroleum reserves.
Iraq, Kuwait and the United Arab Emirates
possess together 314 billion barrels of reserves
(figure VI-1).

The world gas reserves were estimated at
183,126 billion m’ at the end of 2007. More
than 26 per cent these reserves (that is 47,236
billion m®) were situated in the region. Qatar’s
recoverable reserves of 25,360 billion m’
represent 14 per cent of the world gas reserves,
the third largest reserves after the Russian
Federation and the Islamic Republic of Iran.

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In 2007, crude oil exports in the region
represented more than 38 per cent of total
exports worldwide. The share of Saudi Arabia
was 16 per cent of the world exports. Iraq,
Kuwait and the United Arab Emirates
contributed additional 12.5 per cent of the total
exports worldwide.

The dominant position of the region is
expected to continue, as reserves in countries
outside the region are being depleted more
rapidly. The region has an average reserves to
production ratio of 87 years. Reserves of Iraq,
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Kuwait and the United Arab Emirates can last
over a century at the current level of production.

CHAPTER VII. INDUSTRY

Auvailable data indicate a slight increase in
the number of establishments in manufacturing
industries in the region during the period 2000-
2005. However, more complete statistics would
be needed to quantify exactly the dynamics of
such medium-term phenomenon. The workforce
employed in the manufacturing sector definitely
increased in the last few years. The workforce
in Yemen increased in the industrial sector by 60
per cent since 2000 (figure VII-1).  Other
countries that experienced a significant
expansion in the industrial workforce were
Bahrain, Jordan, Oman, Qatar, the Syrian Arab
Republic and Saudi Arabia (see tables VII-1 to
VII-3).

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CHAPTER VIII. TRANSPORT

Available data indicate that the stock of
vehicles significantly increased for the most of
the region. There was no significant change in
the length of roads. This may result in increased
traffic congestion, mostly in the urban centers.

Currently, four countries in the region
have an operational railway system. There was
no increase in length of railroads since 2003.
Iraq discontinued the railway service in mid
2006 due to security concerns.

The air transport in the region witnessed a
sizeable increase of passenger and cargo traffic,
measured through arrivals and departures. The
performance was the highest in the world and
exceeded the dynamic experienced in Asia and
the Pacific region, where air traffic more than
doubled.

This trend is closely interlinked with
several factors worldwide. It benefited from the
strong growth of 3.7 per cent that the global
economy recorded in the 2004-2008 period,
powered by emerging economies such as China
and India. The significant rise in oil prices has
led to a rise in per-capita income and personal
disposable income in the region, which have
consequently increased the demand for imported
merchandise. There was an incessant expansion
of trade, both internationally and intraregionally,
as trade barriers have continued to fade away,
thus increasing bilateral agreements, integration
and the demand for transport of passengers and
merchandise. Finally, the persisting increase in
the number of international tourists visiting the
region also contributed to the growth of air
transport.
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CHAPTER IX. FOREIGN TRADE

The share of the ESCWA region in the
total world trade continued to expand rapidly
during the last years (see table IX-1). This boost
was fuelled essentially by the rise of petroleum
and gas prices that started in 2004. As a result,
the foreign trade increased significantly for oil
exporting countries.

The ESCWA region as a whole continued
to record surpluses in the trade balance of goods
(see table IX-2), with significant differences
among countries. For example, Yemen that
traditionally recorded trade balance surpluses,
recorded a historic deficit of 2.2 billion US
dollars in 2007. This can be explained by the
performance of oil prices during the last years,
the relative weakness of the US dollar exchange
rate vi-a-vis the Euro and the unexpected
increase of primary products in the international
markets.

While Jordan, Oman and Yemen have a
higher intra-regional trade (both imports and
exports) with other countries, a very low intra-
regional trade still persists in the cases of Saudi
Arabia and the United Arab Emirates (see tables
IX-3 and 1X-4). The trade between the region
and other Arab countries in North Africa is very
low. Europe, including the European Union,
appears to be the most important trade partner of
the region. For example, more than 35 per cent
of exports from Egypt and the Syrian Arab
Republic and 28 per cent of exports from
Lebanon were directed to European countries.
The trade relationship between the two regions
is even more intense regarding imports. For
example, more than half of Lebanon’s imports
originate from European countries. This can be
attributed to the geographical proximity and
historical relationship between the two regions
(see tables IX-3 and IX-4).
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CHAPTER X.
AND PRICES

FINANCIAL STATISTICS

During the last few years the average
inflation pressures accelerated in the region.
The average general consumer price index
increased by 8.6 per cent in 2007, while it
increased by 8.2 per cent in 2006 and 5 per cent
in 2005 (see table X-7). The steepest rise in
inflation from 2003 took place in the GCC
countries. Inflation was above 4 per cent in
2007 with the exception of Bahrain (figure X-1).
Qatar and the United Arab Emirates, which had
very low rise in their general consumer price
index in 2003, ended up with double digit rates
of inflation, 13.6 and 11.1 per cent respectively,
in 2007.

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Foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows
to the ESCWA region recorded a rapid growth
in 2007, reflecting the stream of capital inflow
that started in 2002. Total FDI inflows for
the ESCWA region achieved the highest level
of US$ 61 billion in 2007, up from merely
US$ 10.4 billion in 2003 (FDI in the region
accounted for 12.2 per cent of total FDI inflows
to developing countries).

CHAPTER XI. INFORMATION AND
COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY
STATISTICS

The number of Internet users per 100
population,” an indicator of the Internet
penetration rate, increased from merely 1.4 per
cent in 2000 to 13.4 per cent in 2007, making it
the fastest growth rate in the world (figure XI-1).
However, it is still lower than the world average
of 20.9 per cent. Bahrain, Jordan, Oman,
Palestine, Qatar and the Syrian Arab Republic
achieved an Internet access rate of more than
25.1 per cent in 2007. The United Arab

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The ratio of cellular phone subscribers to
population® in the ESCWA region was higher
than the worldwide average of 50.1 per 100
persons (figure XI-3). The penetration ratio in
the GCC region even surpasses the North
American average of 73 per cent.

The rate in the GCC
countries was more than double the rate in the
rest of the region. The lowest access to main
(fixed) telephone lines was reported by the
Sudan (0.9), while the United Arab Emirates
reported the highest rate of 31.6.
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Chapter I:
Population and Labour Force

This chapter presents population data,
including on birth and death, children and
the elderly, and fertility in ESCWA member
countries. Data are derived from World
Population Prospects: The 2006 Revision
published by the United Nations Department of
Economic and Social Affairs, and from the latest
censuses of member countries. The section on
labour force includes data on the economic
activity and unemployment in member
countries taken from the International Labour
Organization database.

Table 1.1 is on population. Data is for the
de facto mid-year population, covering all
residents, regardless of legal status or
citizenship, except for refugees not permanently
settled in the country of asylum. The average
annual growth rate is the average annual rate of
change in the total population over a five-year
period, starting and ending in the middle of the
indicated years. The table presents estimates of
total population and average annual population
growth rates of the world, Arab countries and
the ESCWA region since 1990. Currently,
the ESCWA region has a population of 206
million as estimated by the UN population
division, accounting for 69 per cent of the
population of Arab countries, and 3.1 per cent of
the world population. The ESCWA region had
a population growth rate of 2.8 per cent for the
period 2000-2005 as compared to 2.5 per cent
for the Arab region and 1.2 per cent for the
world. (Averages were calculated using total
population as weight).

Table 1.2 is on birth and death. The crude
birth rate (CBR) or crude death rate (CDR)
estimate is the total number of births or deaths in
a population during a given period divided by
the total number of persons-year lived or
exposed to the risk of dying during the same
period, which is equivalent to the average
population for the period. It is presented per
1,000 people for five-year periods. There has
been a decline in both rates since 1990. In 2000-
2005, the crude birth rate in the ESCWA region
was 26.6 per thousand and the crude death rate
was 5 per thousand as compared to the world
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rates at 21.1 and 8.8 per thousand, respectively,
and to the Arab region rates at 27.4 and 6.3 per
thousand,  respectively.  (Averages  were
calculated using total population as weight).

Table 1.3 is on children and elderly. It
presents data on the proportion of children aged
0-14 years in total population, as well as the
proportion of elderly aged 65+ years in total
population, referred to as the ratio of dependent
population. The dependency rates for both
children and elderly have been on the decline
from 1990 to 2005. While the ESCWA region
has witnessed a decline, during the past fifteen
years, in the proportion of children in total
population by 40 per cent, from 5.7 per cent in
1990 to 3.4 per cent in 2005, and the proportion
of elderly in total population by 27 per cent,
from 13.9 per cent in 1990 to 10.2 per cent in
2005, there was a marginal change in
dependency ratios in both the Arab countries and
the world for the same period. (Averages were
calculated using the population aged 0-14 as
children weight, and the population aged 65 and
above as elderly weight based on World
Population Prospects: The 2006 Revision).

Table 1.4 is on fertility. The total fertility
rate is the number of children a woman would
have by the end of her reproductive period if she
experienced the current prevailing age-specific
fertility rate throughout her childbearing life. It
is reported as annual averages for five-year
periods starting and ending in the middle of the
indicated years. The adolescent fertility rate
measures the annual number of births per 1,000
girls in the age group 15 to 19 years. It
represents the risk of childbearing among
adolescent girls aged 15 to 19 years. It is also
referred to as the age-specific fertility rate for
girls aged 15-19 years. Between the periods
1990-1995 and 2000-2005, ESCWA member
countries maintained the same fertility rates as
those in the Arab countries, decreasing from 4.9
to 3.7 children per woman, while the world
fertility rate declined from 3.1 to 2.7 children
per woman. The adolescent fertility rate has
also decreased substantially in the ESCWA
region from 51 births per 1000 girls in the period
1995-2000 to 39.7 in the period 2000-2005, and
from 47.4 to 38.9 in the Arab countries. The
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adolescent fertility rate and the total fertility rate
in both the ESCWA region and the Arab
countries were lower than the world rates.
(Averages were calculated using women aged
15-49 years as weight for total fertility rates and
girls aged 15-19 years as weight for adolescent
fertility rates).

Tables 1.5 and 1.6 are on population by
latest census. They present population data by
age group and rural/urban area. Population data
refer to the de facto population. Urban areas
were determined according to the respective
national census definition. Lebanon did not
conduct a population census since 1932.

Table 1.7 is on the economic activity.
Data highlight economic activity rates by sex
and age group in ESCWA member countries
according to the latest available year. Overall,
economic activity rates ranged from 39.8 per
cent in Jordan to 85.1 per cent in Qatar in 2007.
Female participation rates were generally lower
than male participation rates in all member
countries. Gender gap was more than 50 per cent
in 10 out of 14 member countries in 2007.
Economic activity rates were lower among the
age group 15-24 years, which is partly due to the
enrolment in education of the majority of youth
in that age group.

Table I-8 is on unemployment. Data
highlight adult and youth unemployment rates
by sex in ESCWA member countries, according
to the latest available year. Overall
unemployment rates in member countries
declined in 2007. However, Yemen, Iraq, the
Sudan and Palestine showed high rates over 15
per cent. At the other end of the spectrum,
relatively low unemployment rate of 5 per cent
or less were found in Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar
and Saudi Arabia. Youth are generally
predisposed to higher rates of unemployment
than adults. Youth unemployment rates were at
least twice as much as adult rates in all countries
for which data are available. Female youth
showed higher rates of unemployment than their
male counterparts in 11 out of 14 member
countries.

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Chapter II:
Education and llliteracy

This chapter addresses education in
ESCWA member countries and includes data on
student enrolment and teaching staff at various
levels, adult and youth illiteracy rates and other
related indicators. Definitions of education
levels are based on the 1997 version of the
International ~ Standard  Classification  of
Education (ISCED 97). Data cover public and
private education and exclude students studying
abroad. Data for this chapter were obtained from
UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) for lack
of national data and methodological disparity.
Due to the changes in UIS estimation methods
for illiteracy, data preceding 2005 are not
available.

Table II-1 is on illiteracy. It presents the
adult illiteracy rates (15+ years) and youth
illiteracy rates (15-24 years), by sex for the
period 2005-2007. The adult illiteracy rate in the
ESCWA region has decreased by about 6
percentage points, from 29.1 per cent in 2005 to
23.5 per cent in 2007. Kuwait recorded the
lowest adult illiteracy rate of 6.1 per cent and
Yemen the highest rate of 41.1 per cent for
2007. The youth illiteracy rate in the ESCWA
region has also decreased significantly by about
7 percentage points from 17.9 per cent in 2005
to 10.7 per cent in 2007. Kuwait also attained
the lowest youth illiteracy rate of 0.1 per cent
and Yemen the highest youth illiteracy rate of
19.6 per cent in 2007.

Table II-2 is on primary education. It
presents data on student enrolment and teaching
staff at the primary level, by sex, in addition to
gross and net enrolment ratios for the period
2000-2006. While the teaching staff category
includes full- and part-time teachers, it excludes
administrators and librarians who do not
perform teaching functions. The gross enrolment
ratio in primary education has been increasing
steadily in most ESCWA member countries, with
the Syrian Arab Republic having the highest gross
enrolment ratio of 126.2 per cent and the Sudan the
lowest gross enrolment ratio of 66 per cent for
2006. The net enrolment ratio was the highest in
Egypt at 93.9 per cent and the lowest in Oman at
74.1 per cent in 2006.
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Table II-3 is on secondary education. It
displays data on student enrolment and teaching
staff at the secondary level, by sex, in addition to
gross and net enrolment ratios for the period
2000-2006. It also provides a breakdown for
technical/vocational and general programmes.
The gross and net enrolment ratios for all
programs in secondary education have also been
increasing in ESCWA member countries.
Bahrain recorded the highest gross enrolment
ratio of 102.1 per cent in secondary education
and the Sudan the lowest ratio of 33.8 per cent in
2006. Bahrain also recorded the highest net
enrolment ratio of 93.4 per cent in secondary
education and the Syrian Arab Republic the
lowest ratio of 62.7 per cent in 2006.

Table II-4 is on tertiary education. It
presents data on the gross enrolment ratio in
tertiary education, by sex for the period 2000-
2006. The gross enrolment ratio in tertiary
education has been fluctuating over the years for
some ESCWA member countries such as
Bahrain, Jordan, and Qatar and increasing for
others such as Lebanon, Palestine and Saudi
Arabia. Palestine recorded the highest gross
enrolment ratio of 48.2 per cent while Yemen
recorded the lowest ratio of 9.4 per cent in 2006.

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Chapter IlI:
Health

This chapter presents the health situation in
ESCWA member countries, covering the number
of health professionals, human health activities
and major infectious diseases for both public and
private sectors. Data were derived from the
statistical yearbooks and official Internet sites
of the national statistical offices for the period
2001-2006.  Averages were calculated using
population data from the World Population
Prospects: The 2006 Revision. The indicators
used are in line with the 2008 International
Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO-
08), and the International Standard Industrial
Classification (ISIC-revision 4).

Table III.1 is on health professionals. It
includes the number of medical doctors/
physicians, dentists and pharmacists per 100,000
population, and the number of nurses per
physician in both public and private sectors
from 2001 to 2006. The number of medical
doctors/physicians covers both generalist and
specialist practitioners. Data show that health
professionals per 100,000 population in the
Sudan and Yemen were the lowest among
ESCWA member countries in that period.

Table II1.2 is on human health activities.
It highlights the number of hospitals and
hospital beds per 100,000 population for all
types of hospitals; general or specialty medical,
surgical, psychiatric, and others. It also includes
the number of health centers and clinics,
maternity and child centers, as well as
pharmacies per 100,000 population from 2001 to
2006. Data reveal a general increase in all
human health activities in some member
countries and a slight decrease in those activities
in other countries such as Lebanon, Oman, the
United Arab Emirates and Yemen in that period.

Table I11.3 is on major infectious diseases.
This newly introduced table highlights the
prevalence of Malaria, Tuberculosis and
Hepatitis per 100,000 population, and deaths
associated with them from 2001 to 2006 for
those countries with available data. The Sudan
and Yemen have the highest prevalence of
Malaria, Tuberculosis and Hepatitis among
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ESCWA member countries. ~ While these
diseases have been steadily decreasing in Yemen
over the past years, they are still persistent. The
prevalence of these infectious diseases has
generally decreased in almost all countries;
however, the prevalence of Tuberculosis has
increased slightly in Oman and Qatar in the past
years.

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Chapter IV:
Gender Equality

Gender equality is a newly introduced
chapter to the twenty-eighth issue of the
Statistical Abstract in the ESCWA region. In
addition to mainstreaming gender statistics, this
chapter focuses on Goal 3, “Promote Gender
Equality and Empower Women”, of the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) in
ESCWA member countries. The main source of
data and definitions is the United Nations
Statistics Division database, accessed in
December 2008.

Table IV-1 is on gender parity in
education. The gender parity index (GPI) in
education is the ratio of the number of female
students to the number of male students enrolled
at primary, secondary and tertiary levels of
education. GPI reflects female level of access to
education compared to male access. A GPI of
less than 1 indicates that there are fewer females,
in proportion to the appropriate school-age
population, than males in the formal education
system. The table presents estimates of the boys
to girls ratio in each level of education since
1990. Data series were complemented by the
UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) database
for the year 2007. Data show an increasing
trend towards parity during the past years. Most
countries have reached, or exceeded parity with
the exception of Egypt, Iraq, the Sudan and
Yemen. Gender inequities in education
persisted in some Arab societies due to a variety
of reasons, including discouraging girls from
pursuing an education, in addition to barriers to
accessing education. It is noteworthy that more
girls than boys enrolled in the tertiary level of
education in the countries of the Gulf
Cooperation Council (GCC). Girls in tertiary
education were more than double the number of
boys in Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar and the United
Arab Emirates. This could be attributed to high
drop-out rates and failure of boys at secondary
level, and cultural factors that give boys freedom
of choice, in addition to market access barriers
for girls. (GPI was calculated by dividing the
gross enrolment ratio for females by the gross
enrolment ratio for males).
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Table IV-2 is on women in wage
employment. The share of women in wage
employment in the non-agricultural sector is
expressed as a percentage of total wage
employment in that sector. That indicator
measures the degree to which the labour market
is open to women in the industry and services
sectors, which not only affects equal
employment opportunities for women but also
economic efficiency through labour market
flexibility, therefore the ability of the economy
to adapt to change. Missing values were
complemented by consistent data from national
statistical offices as well as the statistics
database  of the International  Labor
Organization. There has been a moderate
increase in the share of women in wage
employment since 1990 in some countries,
which indicates that working women have
become more integrated into the monetary
economy through participation in the formal and
informal sectors. The share of women in wage
employment is highest in Kuwait and lowest in
Yemen. The labour market remains strongly
gender segregated in many countries due to short
supply of  productive work which
disproportionately affect women employment.
Women are much more likely than men to work
as contributing family workers without pay, and
in the informal sector.

Table IV-3 is on women in decision-
making. It presents data on the proportion of
seats held by women in national parliaments,
expressed as a percentage of all occupied seats.
Data from 1990 to 2008 show significant
variations between member countries in the
proportion of seats held by women in national
parliaments. In 2008, the proportion ranged
from 0.3 per cent in Yemen to 27
per cent in Iraq. Iraq was 3 percentage points
from the target goal of 30 per cent, followed by
the United Arab Emirates at 22.5 per cent.
Nevertheless, the process of strengthening and
enforcing women political rights is making slow
progress in the region. Women are still under-
represented in national parliaments in most
countries. The proportion of seats held by
women in national parliaments has declined in
two countries, namely Egypt and Yemen.

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Chapter V:
National Accounts

This chapter provides data on the gross
domestic product (GDP) of ESCWA member
countries at current prices in national currencies
and in United States dollars, and at constant
2000 prices. It also includes a number of
important economic indicators for ESCWA
member countries, such as real GDP growth
rates, GDP per capita and its growth rates at
constant 2000 prices.

Table V-1 highlights estimates of annual
real GDP growth rates for the world and
ESCWA region for the period 2003-2008.

Tables V-2, V-3 and V-4 show GDP in
ESCWA member countries at current prices in
national currencies, at current prices in US
dollars and at constant 2000 prices respectively
for the period 2003-2007.

Table V-5 presents GDP per capita at
constant 2000 prices for the same period.

Table V-6 sets forth growth rates of real
GDP and table V-7 gives the growth rates of real
GDP per capita for the same period.

All of ESCWA member countries
observed positive growth rates of real GDP with
significant improvements in some of their
economies between 2006 and 2007. However,
the overall growth rate decreased compared to
the previous year, mainly as a result of the
decrease in the growth rate of the GCC cluster in
2007 compared to 2006, and despite the higher
growth rate witnessed by the cluster of the more
diversified economies (MDE) in 2007.

In addition, the average annual growth rate
of real GDP per capita for the ESCWA region as
a whole recorded a decrease in 2007 compared to
2006. However, the average growth rate of real
GDP per capita of the MDE cluster witnessed an
increase in 2007 compared to the previous year
and to the average growth rate of real GDP per
capita of the GCC countries in 2007.

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Chapter VI:
Energy

This chapter presents the status of energy
in ESCWA member countries between 2004
and 2007 covering crude oil and natural gas
reserves and production; refining capacity and
output; domestic consumption; electric power
generation; peak load and installed capacity of
power stations; electricity generated by different
types of turbines; and the trends of total and per
capita electricity consumption.

Data were collected from primary sources
such as statisitcal abstracts and bulletins issued
by relevant authorities in member countries;
from specialized sources, including the
Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries
(OPEC), the Organization of Arab Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OAPEC), the Arab Union
of Producers, Transporters and Distributors of
Electricity; and from  highly reputable
international sources, namely, the Oil and Gas
Journal and the British Petroleum Statistical
Review of World Energy. Other sources of data
include specialized studies published by
ESCWA and other international organizations,
with priority given to United Nations sources.

Tables VI-1 and VI-2 provide data on oil
and natural gas reserves in the ESCWA region
in the period 2004-2007. It shows the important
role of the region, which accounted for some 51
per cent of the world total oil reserves and
approximately 27 per cent of the world total
natural gas reserves in 2007.

Table VI-3 gives the total energy
production in the ESCWA region. The region
accounted for 26 per cent of total world crude oil
production and 10 per cent of total world natural
gas production in 2007. Crude oil constituted
about 78 per cent of total energy production
within the ESCWA region in 2007, while natural
gas represented about 21 per cent and
hydroelectricity less than 1 per cent of that
production. Coal production was negligible.
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Table VI-4 details oil production; table
VI-5 presents marketed natural gas production;
and table VI-6 presents refineries production in
the ESCWA region.

Table  VI-7  illustrates electricity
generation by type and table VI-8 electricity
generation by capacity, peak load and
production.  Hydroelectricity represented 4
per cent of the total installed capacity of electric
power stations in the ECSWA region in 2007
and thermal electricity represented 96 per cent,
including steam turbines, which accounted for
37 per cent, gas turbines for 29 per cent and
combined cycle turbines for 13 per cent.

Table VI-9 shows data on oil consumption
and table VI-10 on natural gas consumption in
the ESCWA region. Oil consumption in 2007
increased by 6 per cent in comparison to 2006
while natural gas consumption decreased by 8
per cent.

Electricity consumption by sector is
presented in table VI-11; total primary energy
consumption is presented in table VI-12; and
per capita energy consumption is illustrated in
table VI-13. Oil consumption accounted for
approximately 58 per cent of the primary energy
consumption in the region in 2007, natural
gas consumption for some 41 per cent,
hydroelectricity consumption for less than 2
per cent, while coal consumption was negligible.

Industry

This chapter displays selected industrial
statistics of the manufacturing sector in ESCWA
member countries for the period 2000-2006.
Data comprise number of establishments,
number of employees, and total investments in
manufacturing industries as classified by the
International Standard Industrial Classification
of All Economic Activities (ISIC), Rev.2 and
Rev.3. In addition, the chapter presents amounts
of output, value added, as well as wages and
salaries paid to employees of manufacturing
industries in national currencies and in US
dollars, also as classified by ISIC.

Data were collected from national and
official sources when available, databases of the

United  Nations  Industrial  Development
Organization (UNIDO), the Arab Industrial
Development and  Mining  Organization

(AIDMO), and other sources.

Tables VII-1, VII-2 and VII-3 present
total number of establishments in manufacturing
industries as classified by ISIC for the period
2000-2006.

Tables VII-4, VII-5 and VII-6 provide
data on total number of employees in
manufacturing industries as classified by ISIC.
The 2002 figures show that the combined
number of employees in Egypt, Saudi Arabia
and the Syrian Arab Republic represented
around 71 per cent of the total number of
employees in manufacturing industries in the
ESCWA region.

Tables VII-7, VII-8 and VII-9 show
wages and salaries in national currencies and in
US dollars paid to employees in manufacturing
industries as classified by ISIC. According to the
table on estimates of the average wage of
employees in manufacturing industries, there
was a significant discrepancy between GCC
countries and the group of more diversified
economies in 2002. The estimated average wage
in the ESCWA region was 3458 US dollars for
the same year.
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Tables VII-10, VII-11and VII-12 present
the output values in national currencies and in
US dollars of manufacturing industries as
classified by ISIC. Data for 2001 indicate that
the combined total output of manufacturing
industries in Egypt, Saudi Arabia, and the
United Arab Emirates accounted for 69 per cent
of total output of manufacturing industries in the
ESCWA region.

League of Arab Sates, Statistical Abstract for
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Chapter VIII:
Transport

This chapter addresses transport by
branch. It provides data on rail, land, maritime
and air transport in ESCWA member countries.
Data were principally compiled from national
sources and from the publications produced by
the League of Arab States, GCC and the Institute
of Shipping Economics and Logistics.

Table VIII-1 comprises data on transport
by railways for the period 2003-2007. Data
cover length of lines, volume of transported
goods and number of passengers. In 2003, total
length of operating rail ways in the ESCWA
region, excluding Jordan and Iraq, amounted to
some 16,000 km. Passenger movement ranged
from 659 million passengers/km in the Syrian
Arab Republic to more than 52 billion
passengers’km in Egypt in 2006. Freight
movement ranged between 2.6 billion ton/km
net in the Syrian Arab Republic to 3.6 billion
ton/km net in Egypt in 2006.

Tables VIII-2 and VIII-3 present data on
length of roads, including asphalted, paved
and unpaved roads and the number of vehicles
by type between 2003 and 2007. In 2005,
total road length in the ESCWA region,
excluding Egypt, Lebanon and the United
Arab Emirates amounted to some 340.000 km.
In 2003, the total number of vehicles of
various types, excluding Saudi Arabia, Iraq
and Lebanon, was some 7.5 million, of which
68 per cent were passenger vehicles, 28 per
cent were small and large freight carriers, and
4 per cent were buses.

Table VIII-4 contains data on maritime
merchant fleets for the years 1997, 2002 and
2007. In 2007, the total deadweight tonnage
was 9.8 million tons and the total gross
tonnage was 6.7 million tons. The total gross
tonnage decreased by 8 per cent from 2002 to
2007.

Table VIII-5 provides data on sea borne
transport, including movement of vessels, goods
and passengers for the years 1995 and 2000, and
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the period 2003-2007. Data show an increase in
the movement of passengers through the sea in
some countries such as Egypt and a decrease in
other countries such as Lebanon and Saudi
Arabia.

Table VIII-6 presents data on air traffic
for 1995 and 2000 and the period 2003-2007.
Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates
recorded the highest share among ESCWA
member countries in terms of movement of
planes, goods and passengers. Data show a
significant increase in the number of air
passengers in the last three years in all ESCWA
member countries, especially Egypt, Qatar and
the United Arab Emirates. The number of air
passengers increased by 21 per cent in Qatar
between 2005 and 2006.

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Chapter IX:
Foreign Trade

This chapter provides data on foreign
trade for ESCWA member countries in United
States dollars. Data were primarily compiled
from national sources.

Table IX-1 includes the share of the
ESCWA region of total world trade, and trade of
developed and developing countries for 1990,
1995 and 2000, and the period 2004-2007. Data
indicate that the exports share of the region in
total exports of developing countries decreased
noticeably from 11.9 per cent to 11.1 per cent
between 2006 and 2007, while that share in total
exports of developed countries reached 7.6 per
cent in 2007.

Table IX-2 illustrates the total value of
imports, exports and balance of trade for the
period 2003-2007. Data indicate that the total
value of exports from ESCWA member
countries increased by 14.4 per cent and the
balance of trade was at 233.9 billion US dollars
in 2007.

Tables 1X-3 and IX-4 detail the
geographical distribution of imports and exports
for ESCWA member countries for the period
2003-2007. Tables IX-5 and IX-6 highlight
the value of imports and exports, including oil,
by sections of the Harmonized Commodity
Description and Coding System (HS).

Some differences may be found between
data in tables IX-5 and IX-6 on the values of
imports and exports and those in tables IX-2, IX-
3 and IX-4. Those differences may be attributed
to the non-distribution of oil import/export
values or re-export values by HS sections to
different countries and economic blocs, the non-
distribution of import/export values of the free
zones or non-monetary gold, or the differences
in mathematical approximation.

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Chapter X:
Financial Statistics and Prices

This chapter contains financial and price
indices of ESCWA member countries, in
national currency, for the period 2003-2007,
covering government revenues and
expenditures; monetary and banking statistics,
such as money supply and banking credit; items
in the balance of payments; foreign direct
investment (FDI) statistics; and consumer price
indices. Data were collected from national
sources and from statistics published by United
Nations agencies.

Tables X-1 and X-2 present government
revenues, including grants, and government
expenditures for the period 2003-2007.

Table X-3 provides data on money supply
for the period 2003-2007, narrowly defined
(M1), ie. including demand deposits and
currency in circulation outside the banking
system; broadly defined (M2), i.e. the sum of
M1 and quasi-money (time deposits, savings
deposits and foreign currency deposits); and
more broadly defined (M3), i.e. the sum of M2
and large time deposits, institutional money-
market funds, short-term repurchase agreements
and other larger liquid assets.

Table X-4 shows the distribution of credit
by economic activity and table X-5 presents
statistics on balance of payments for ESCWA
member countries for the period 2003-2007.

Table X-6 shows FDI statistics for the
period 2003-2007. Those statistics are based on
several issues of the UNCTAD World
Investment Report and FDI database.

Chapter XI:
Information and Communication Technology

This chapter contains data on the
information and communication technology
(ICT) sector in the ESCWA region, covering
telecommunications for the period 1990-2007,
computers for the period 1995-2006 and the
Internet for the period 1995-2007. Averages
were calculated using total population as weight.
Population data is from the World Population
Prospects: The 2006 Revision. ICT data
and definitions are from the International
Telecommunication Union (ITU), World
Telecommunication/ICT Indicators 2008
database and ITU ICT eye.

Table XI-1 is on fixed telephone lines. It
shows the number of fixed telephone mainlines
per 100 population since 1990. A fixed
telephone line connects a subscriber’s terminal
equipment to the public switched telephone
network. Synonymous with direct exchange line,
it may or may not be the same as an access line
or a subscriber. Fixed telephone lines have been
increasing steadily at an annual rate of 10 per
cent from 1990 to 2007 in the ESCWA region.
In 2007, the United Arab Emirates had the
highest number of fixed telephone lines of about
32 per 100 population, while the Sudan had the
lowest number of fixed telephone lines of almost
1 line per 100 population. In 2007, the number
of fixed telephone lines per 100 population in
the ESCWA region was less than the world rate
by around 8 lines.

Table XI-2 is on cellular phones. It
provides the number of cellular subscribers per
100 population since 1990. Cellular subscribers
are users of portable telephones who subscribe
to an automatic public mobile telephone service
that provides access to the public switched
telephone network using cellular technology.
There has been a significant increase in the
number of cellular subscribers for each of the
fourteen ESCWA member countries. The
number of cellular subscribers increased from
about 3 per 100 population in 2000 to about 48
in 2007, against the world rate of 50 subscribers
per 100 population.
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Table XI-3 is on the ratio of cellular
phones to total fixed and mobile phones. It is
derived from the data provided in the previous
two tables. The table depicts a higher ratio of 81
per cent for the ESCWA region compared to 72
per cent for the world in 2007. The Sudan for
example, recorded the highest ratio of 96 per
cent, while the lowest ratio was recorded in
Lebanon at 62 per cent in 2007. There has been
an explosive boom in the use of mobile phones
over the past years in contrast with the small
increases in the fixed telephone lines in the
ESCWA region.

Table XI-4 is on personal computers. It
shows the number of personal computers per
100 population and the number of personal
computers in use in a particular country. Data in
this table are from ITU estimates based on
national and international sources. There has
been a steady increase in personal computers per
100 population in the ESCWA region. The rates
ranged between 30 personal computers per 100
population in the Syrian Arab Republic and 2.9
in the United Arab Emirates in 2006. The
number of personal computers in all ESCWA
member countries, excluding Iraq, Jordan and
Lebanon, was estimated at 9 personal computers
per 100 population in 2007.

Table XI-5 is on the Internet. It shows the
number of Internet users per 100 population.
The estimation method varies by country or

area. The number of actual users is usually
derived from the number of subscribers
indicated by Internet service providers.

Specialized surveys are also a source for this
data in some countries. The number of Internet
users ranged between 52 per 100 population for
the United Arab Emirates and 1 user in Iraq for
2007. The average number of Internet users in
the ESCWA region was about 13 per 100
population compared to 21 for the world in
2007.
