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Syria is still experiencing the highest inflation rate in the region,
marking an average inflation of around 8% for the second quarter of
2015 (excluding June), mostly attributed to the price increase in

”Food and Beverages”.

Sudan recorded the second highest inflation rate in the region close to
4%, mostly attributed to price increases in “Communication” and

”Food and Beverages” respectively.

With the exception of Syria and Sudan, countries in the region
maintained very low inflation/deflation rates during the second

quarter of 2015.
