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Preface

The secretariat of the Economic and Social
Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) is pleased
to present the twenty-seventh issue of the Statistical
Abstract of the ESCWA Region for 2007.

This Abstract presents time series statistics
and indicators for all thirteen ESCWA countries
covering economic and social issues.

The Abstract is divided into ten chapters, on
the following topics: population; education; health;
national accounts; energy; water; transport; foreign
trade; financial statistics and prices; and information
and communication technology.

The data contained in the Abstract were
obtained mainly from national statistical sources in
the ESCWA region, either through responses to
ESCWA questionnaires or from statistical abstracts
and bulletins issued by official authorities in member
countries. The Abstract also relies on data issued by
international organizations and agencies, giving
priority to United Nations sources.

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Chapter I:
Population

The chapter focuses on the population of
ESCWA member countries, covering size and
distribution by age, sex and economic activity.
Data were provided by the national statistical
offices of ESCW A member countries.

Table 1.1 presents estimates of population
of the World, Arab and ESCW A region by broad
age group, sex ratio, birth and death rates for the
year 2007 and 2008. Currently, ESCWA has a
population of 193 million as estimated by the
UN population division, accounting for 58.2%
of the population of Arab countries, and 2.9% of
the World population. Geographic details on
Arab and ESCWA member countries are given
in the explanatory notes.

Table 1.2 provides estimates of population
in ESCWA member countries by broad age
group for 2006 and 2008. Elderly persons (65+)
are 8.1 million, constituting 4.2% of the total
population. On the other hand, the percentage of
younger population (0-14) amounted to 69.8
million, accounting for 36.2% of the total
population. The working-age population (15-64
years) totaled 114.7, accounting for 59.6%. As a
result, the ratio of the dependent population (the
sum of the elderly and younger age population
divided by the working-age population) was
67.8%.

Table 1.3 provides estimates of birth and
death rates, growth and fertility rates in ESCWA
countries for the two periods 2000-2005 and
2005-2010. Owing to declining fertility, overall
population growth in ESCWA countries has
declined. Between 2000-2005 and 2005-2010,
fertility fell from 3.6 births to 3.3 births per
woman. Estimates suggest a current growth rate
of 2.3% per year and an annual net addition of
4.4 million people. Fertility declines are
associated with a decline in the number of births.
While in 2000-2005, the birth rates in ESCWA
countries were 28.4 births per 1 000 population,
today this figure is estimated at 28.0. Death rates
remain unchanged between the two periods.
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Table 1.4 examines the census population
in ESCWA countries by age group. Data refer to
the de facto population. No data is presented for
Lebanon, since population censuses have not
been carried out in the country since 1932.

Table 1.5 presents the urban and total
population in ESCWA members. Urban area is
determined according to the respective national
census definition. No data is presented for
Lebanon as the last census was carried in 1932.

Table 1.6 provides vital statistics in
ESCWA member countries for the period 2000-
2005, including births and deaths, infant deaths,
marriages and divorces. The rates were
calculated using national estimates of
population, except for Lebanon where UN
population estimates were used.

Table 1I-7 highlights the economic activity
rates by sex in ESCWA countries, according to
the latest available year. Overall, economic
activity rates in ESCWA countries were within
37.7% in Jordan and 80.4% in Qatar in 2006.
Female participation rates were generally lower
than for males, usually within 10-50% versus
60-90% for males. Gender gap was most
substantial- more that 50 percentage points in 9
out 13 ESCWA countries. Patterns are also
observed when looking at economic activity
broken down by age group. Economic rates are
usually lower among the age group 15-24years-
an indication perhaps of the availability of
educational services.

Table I-8 highlights the adult and youth
unemployment rates by sex in ESCWA
countries, according to the latest available year.
Unemployment rate for all ESCWA countries
fell in the range 1 to 27 percent. Two countries
showed had high rates- that are in excess of 15
percent: Iraq and Palestine. At the other end of
the spectrum, relatively low unemployment
rates, of less than 5 percent, were found in
Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar and Saudi Arabia. Youth
are generally predisposed to higher rates of
unemployment  than  adults. Youth
unemployment rates exceeded adult rates for all
countries for which data are available and by at
least twice as much in all countries. For
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example, youth unemployment rates were more
that four times in Bahrain, Qatar and Saudi
Arabia. Female youth show higher rates of
unemployment than their male counterparts in
almost all countries (9 out of 13 countries), a
phenomenon which is more common among
adults. Where male youth rates are higher, the
differences are not substantial except in Iraq,
where male youth unemployment rates is four
times higher than corresponding rate of female
youth.

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Chapter I11:
Education and Illiteracy

This chapter addresses education in
ESCWA member countries and includes data on
student enrolment at various levels, teaching
staff, adult and youth illiteracy rates and other
related indicators. Definitions of education
levels are based on the 1997 version of the
International  Standard  Classification  of
Education (ISCED97). Data cover public and
private education; students studying abroad are
not included in this analysis.

Table II-1 presents adult illiteracy rates
(15+ years), by sex for the period 1990-2005.

Table 1I-2 shows youth illiteracy rates
(15-24 years) by sex for the period 1990-2005.

Table II-3 focuses on pre-primary
education in ESCWA member countries,
indicating the number of enrolled students and
teaching staff at the pre-primary level, by sex, in
addition to gross and net enrolment ratios for the
period 2001-2005. While the teaching staff
category includes full- and part-time teachers, it

excludes staff such as administrators and
librarians who do not perform teaching
functions.

Table 1I-4 details primary education in
ESCWA member countries, including the
number of enrolled students and teaching staff at
the primary level, by sex, and gross and net
enrolment ratios for the period 2001-2005.

Table II-5 on secondary education in
ESCW A member countries shows the number of
enrolled students and teaching staff at the
secondary level, by sex, in addition to gross and
net enrolment ratios for the period 2001-2005. It
also provides a breakdown for
technical/vocational and general programmes.

Statistics disclose that illiteracy rates
among adults (15 year and over) dropped from
50 percent to 36 percent during the period 1990
and 2005. Highest illiteracy rates for 2005 were
recorded in Iraq (59 %), Yemen (47 %) and
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Egypt (41 %). Also, it should be noted that
theses rates were not the same among genders,
where illiteracy rates among women were higher
than those among men in most countries in the
region, except in the United Arab Emirates. At
the regional level, the illiteracy rate among
women is double that of men. Also, youth (15-
24 yrs) illiteracy dropped from 35 percent to 24
percent between 1990 and 2005 in the ESCWA
region. Discrepancy among genders is also
evident within the youth group.

Data reveal that the gap between girls’ and
boys’ enrolment in primary education seems to
be getting smaller in all ESCWA Countries.

Note

Please note that this chapter includes data on gross
and net enrollment ratios for pre-tertiary educational
levels obtained form UNESCO Institute for Statistics
(UIS) due to the lack of national data and
methodological disparity. These ratios may be lower
than those of national sources, especially for some
GCC countries like Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and UAE.

This discrepancy is due to disparities in the
population estimates of related age groups between
national sources and UN sources, namely those
estimates published by the UN Population Division
and adopted by UIS in its calculation for these ratios,
in addition to student numbers collected from
national sources.

Chapter III:
Health

This chapter presents the health situation
in ESCWA member countries, covering life
expectancy, child and infant deaths, and the
number of professionals and health institutions
in the public and private sectors. Data are
provided by the national statistical offices.

Table III-1 presents life expectancy at
birth and child mortality rates by sex in ESCWA
countries for 1995 and 2005. Overall life
expectancy in ESCWA region has improved
over the past ten years. In 2005, life expectancy
at birth ranged from 60 years in Iraq to 78 years
in the United Arab Emirates. Child mortality has
dropped in all countries of the ESCWA region
between 1995 and 2005. The highest decline
was in Iraq where under-five mortality dropped
by 76 percentage points, followed by Egypt
where mortality fell from 81 to 41 deaths per
1000 live births. Gender disparities are relatively
low in almost all countries with slightly more
under-five mortality occurring among males.

Table III-2 presents the number of
physicians, dentists, pharmacists and nurses in
ESCWA countries during the period 2000-2005.

Chapter IV:
National Accounts

This chapter provides data on the gross
domestic product (GDP) of ESCWA member
countries in national currencies at current prices
and United States dollars and at constant 2000
prices. It also includes a number of important
economic indicators for ESCWA member
countries, such as real GDP growth rates, GDP
per capita and its growth rates at constant 2000
prices.

Table IV-1 highlights estimates of annual
real GDP growth rates for the world and
ESCWA for the period 2002-2007.

Table IV-2 shows GDP in ESCWA member
countries at current prices in national currencies
for the period 2002-2006 and table IV-3 shows
GDP in member countries at current prices in
US dollars for the same period.

Table IV-4 illustrates GDP in ESCWA
member countries at constant 2000 prices for the
period 2002-2006. Table IV-5 presents GDP per
capita in member countries at constant 2000
prices for the same period.

Table IV-6 sets forth growth rates of real
GDP in ESCWA member countries for the
period 2002-2006 and Table IV-7 gives the real
growth rates of real GDP per capita for member
countries for the same period.

Table IV-8 presents the ratio of contribution
of major economic sectors to GDP at current
prices for 2002 and 2005.

Many member countries generally observed
high growth rates of real GDP with small
improvement in their economic performance
between 2005 and 2006. Such an improvement
was mainly witnessed in the GCC cluster whose
average rate of growth slowed 2005 compared to
2006. In addition, the growth rates of real GDP
per capita in the ESCWA region recorded a
small increase in 2006 compared to 2005 for
most countries in the region.
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This indicator, however, shows a
deceleration in average per capita income
growth in some countries that can be mainly
attributed to their high population growth rates
which absorbed a good percentage of their
positive rates of real GDP.

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Chapter V:
Energy

This chapter presents the status of energy
forms in ESCWA member countries between 2003
and 2006 covering crude oil and natural gas
reserves; production; refining capacity and output;
domestic consumption; electric power generation;
peak load, installed capacity of power stations;
electricity generated by different types of turbines;
and the trends of total and per capita electricity
consumption.

Data were collected from primary sources
such as statisitcal abstracts and bulletins issued by
authorities in member countries and from
specialized sources, including the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) and the
Organization of Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OAPEC), Arab Union of Producers,
Transporters and Distributors of Electricity, and
also from highly reputable international sources,
namely, the Oil and Gas Journal and the BP
Statistical Review of World Energy; Other sources
of data included specialized studies published by
ESCWA and intemational organizations, with
priority given to United Nations sources.

Tables V-1 and V-2 provide oil and natural
gas reserves in the ESCWA region. It shows the
important role of the region in terms of global
energy provision, with the ESCWA region
accounting for some 50 per cent of the world total
of oil and approximately 26 per cent of the world
total of natural gas in 2006.

Table V-3 gives the total energy production
in the ESCWA region. It indicates that the
ESCWA region accounts for 26 per cent of total
world crude oil production and 10 per cent of
world natural gas production in 2006. The table
also shows that crude oil constituted about 79 per
cent of total energy production within the ESCWA
region in 2006, while natural gas represented some
20 per cent and hydroelectricity accounted for less
than 1 per cent of that production. Coal
consumption was negligible.
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Table V-4 details oil production in the
ESCWA countries and Table V-5 presents
marketed natural gas production in the region.
Table V-6 presents refineries” production in the
ESCWA region.

Table V-7 illustrates electricity generation
by type and Table V-8 examines -electricity
generation. Hydroelectricity represented 3 per cent
of the total installed capacity of electric power
stations in the region in 2006. The remaining 97
percent represents thermal electricity, including
steam turbines, which accounted for 45 per cent,
gas turbines (29 per cent), combined cycle turbines
(9 per cent) while other sources count for 9 per
cent.

Table V-9 shows oil consumption in the
ESCWA region. Table V-10 looks at natural gas
consumption in the ESCWA region. It can be noted
that, oil consumption in the region increased by 1%
from 2005 to 2006, and natural gas consumption
increased by 8.1%.

Electricity consumption by sector is
presented in Table V-11. Table V-12 gives the total
primary energy consumption in the ESCWA region
and Table V-13 illustrates per capita energy
consumption in ESCWA  countries. Oil
consumption accounted for approximately 60 per
cent of the primary energy consumption in the
region in 2006, natural gas consumption for some
37 per cent, hydroelectricity consumption for less
than 9 per cent, while coal consumption was
negligible.

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Chapter Six:

Water Resources

This chapter provides the status of water
resources in ESCW A member countries between
2000 and 2005 covering average precipitation;
total surface water; groundwater recharge;
renewable fresh water from conventional and
non-conventional sources; desalination
production; water reuse, per capita water
resources; water deficit; water use intensity;
water stress index; groundwater dependency;
ground water quality; sectoral water withdrawal;
waste water management and water market.

Data were mostly compiled from replies of
questionnaires by focal points of ESCWA’s
Committee on Water Resources and replies of
the statistical offices in ESCWA region. In
addition, other sources of data included
specialized studies published by ESCWA and
international organizations, with priority given
to United Nations sources.

Tables VI-1 illustrates the average
precipitation in the ESCWA region between
2000 and 2003. Table VI-2 gives the total
surface water by country and Table VI-3 looks
at groundwater recharge.

Table VI-4 details desalination production
in ESCWA countries.

Table VI-5 presents the total renewable
freshwater resources from conventional sources
and Table VI-6 shows the total non-conventional
water resources in the ESCWA region which
amounted to approximately 18 million cubic
meters in 2003 raising water resources per capita
per year to 1,029 cubic meters.

Table VI-7 details total conventional and
non conventional water resources in ESCWA
countries.
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Table VI-8 details the water re-use and
agricultural drainage re-use in ESCWA
countries.

Table VI-9 gives selected indicators on
water resources. Table VI-10 looks at selected
indicators of water use.

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Chapter VII:
Transport

This chapter deals with rail, land, maritime,
and air transport. Data were principally compiled
from national sources and from the publications
produced by the League of Arab States, GCC and
the Institute of Shipping Economics and
Logistics.

Table VII-1 provides data on shipping by
railways for the period 2002-2006. The data cover
length of lines, volume of goods transported by
rail, and passenger numbers. In 2003, total
operational rail length in the region, excluding
Jordan and Iraq, amounted to some 16,000
kilometers (km), passenger movement ranged
from 607 million passengers/km in the Syrian
Arab Republic in 2005 to more than 52 billion
passengers’km in Egypt in 2006, while freight
movement ranged between 2.3 billion ton/km net
in Syrian Arab Republic in 2005 to 3.6 billion
ton/km net in Egypt in 2006.

Table VII-2 illustrates land transport,
namely, the length of asphalted, paved and
unpaved roads. Table VII-3 gives the number of
vehicles by type. Both tables cover the period
2002-2006. In 2003, total road length in the
ESCWA region excluding Lebanon, Qatar, and
United Arab Emirates amounted to some 411
thousand km. In 2003, the total number of
vehicles of various type excluding Saudi Arabia,
Iraq and Lebanon was some 7.5 million, of which
68 per cent were passengers vehicles, 28 per cent
were small and large freight carriers, and 4 per
cent were buses.

Table VII-4 details maritime merchant
fleets in the ESCWA region for the years 1996,
2001 and 2006. In 2006, the total deadweight
tonnage was 9.8 million tons and the total gross
tonnage was 6.7 million tons respectively. The
total gross tonnage in ESCWA region decreased
by 16 per cent from the year 2001 to 2006.
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Table VIII-5 provides data on sea born
shipping in ESCWA member countries. The data
include movement of vessels, goods and
passengers for the years 1995, 2000, and the
period 2002-2006. The available data show that
Egypt had the highest share in terms of movement
of the passengers for these years and Saudi Arabia
and United Arab Emirates had the highest share in
terms of movement of goods.

Table VIII-6 presents data on air in
ESCWA members for 1995, 2000 and the period
2002-2006 is presented in. Saudi Arabia and
United Arab Emirates recorded the highest share
among ESCWA members in terms of movement
of planes, goods and passengers.

Chapter VIII:
Foreign Trade

This  chapter provides data on
international trade for ESCWA member
countries in United States dollars. Data were

primarily compiled from national sources.

Table VIII-1 includes the trade of
ESCWA member countries as a share of total
world trade, and of trade of developed and
developing economies as a percentage for 1990,
1995, 2000, and 2004 — 2006. It can be noted
that the share of exports from ESCWA member
countries as a percentage of total exports of
developed economies decreased noticeably from
11 per cent in 2005, to 10.4 per cent in 2006 and
that the share of ESCWA in the exports of total
developed countries reached 7 per cent in 2006.

Table VIII-2 illustrates the total value of
imports, exports and balance of trade for the
period 2002-2006. Data indicate that the total
value of exports from ESCWA member
countries rose by 15.8 per cent in 2006 in
comparison with 2005. The balance of trade for
ESCWA countries registered 213.5 billions US
dollars in 2006.

Tables VIII-3 presents the geographical
distribution of imports in ESCWA countries for
the period 2002-2006. Table VIII-4 details

exports for the same period.

Tables VIII-5 highlights the value of
regional imports including oil, by Harmonized
System (HS) for the period 2002-2006. Table
VIII-6 presents the exports by HS for the same
period.

Some differences may be found
between data in tables VIII-5 and VIII-6 and
those in tables VIII-2, VIII-3 and VIII-4. This
may be attributed to the non- distribution of oil
import/export values or re-export values by H.S
sections to different countries and economic
blocs, the non-distribution of import/export
values of the free zones or non-monetary gold,
or may be attributed to differences in
approximation.

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Chapter IX:

Financial Statistics and Prices

This chapter contains financial and price
indices of ESCWA member countries, in
national currency, for the period 2002-2006,
covering government revenues and
expenditures, monetary and banking statistics
such as money supply and banking credit, and
items in the balance of payments for the
countries of the ESCWA region, FDI statistics
and consumer price indices. The data was
collected from national sources and from data
published by United Nations agencies.

Table IX-1 presents present total
government revenues in ESCWA member
countries, including grants. IX-2 shows the
government expenditures for the period 2002-
2006.

Table IX-3 provides data on money
supply for the period 2002-2006, narrowly
defined (M1), i.e. including demand deposits
and currency in circulation outside the banking
system, and broadly defined (M2), i.e. the sum
of M1 and quasi-money (time deposits, savings
deposits and foreign currency deposits).

Table IX-4, shows the distribution of
credit by economic activity for the period
2002-2006.

Table IX-5 presents balance-of-payments
statistics for ESCWA countries for the period
2002-2006.
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Table IX-6 shows FDI statistics for the
ESCWA region for the period 2001-2005.
These statistics are based on several issues of
the World Investment Report and the FDI
database of UNCTAD.

Table IX-7 contains consumer price
index data for the world and for the ESCWA
region. Tables IX-8 presents general consumer
price indices and IX-9 shows consumer price
indices for food in ESCWA countries for the

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Chapter X:

Information and Communication Technology

This chapter contains data on the
information and communication technology
(ICT) sector in the ESCWA region covering
telecommunications, computers and the Internet
for the period 2001-2006. The International
Telecommunication Union (ITU) is the source
of the definitions and terms used.

Table X-1 shows fixed telephone lines in
operation per 100 inhabitants. A fixed telephone
line connects a subscriber’s terminal equipment
to the public switched telephone network and
has a dedicated port in the telephone exchange
equipment.

Table X-2 provides figures for cellular
mobile subscribers per 100 inhabitants. Mobile
subscribers are users of portable telephones who
subscribe to an automatic public mobile
telephone service, which provides access to the
public switched telephone network using cellular
technology.

Table X-3 shows the number of personal
computers per 100 inhabitants, i.e. the number
of personal computers in use in a particular
country. The data in this table are primarily ITU
estimates based on a number of national and
international sources.

Table X-4 shows the number of Internet
users per 10,000 inhabitants, ie. the total
number of persons with access to the Internet.

Table X-5 shows the number of Internet
hosts per 10,000 inhabitants, i.e. the number of
computers in an economy that are directly linked
to the Internet. This indicator is based on the
country code in the host address and thus may
not correspond to the actual physical location.
