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Preface

The secretariat of the Economic and Social
Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) is pleased to
present the twenty-ninth issue of the Statistical Abstract
of the ESCWA Region for 20009.

This Abstract presents time series statistics and
indicators for all fourteen ESCWA countries covering
economic and social issues.

The Abstract is divided into eleven chapters, on
the following topics: population; education; health;
gender; national accounts; energy; water; transport;
foreign trade; financial statistics and prices; and
information and communication technology.

The data contained in the Abstract were
obtained mainly from national statistical sources in the
ESCWA region, either through responses to ESCWA
questionnaires or from statistical abstracts and bulletins
issued by official authorities in member countries. The
Abstract also relies on data issued by international
organizations and agencies, giving priority to United
Nations sources.

Chapter I:
Population and labour force

The Chapter on Population and labour
force focuses on the population of ESCWA
member countries, birth and death, children and
the elderly, and fertility estimates of the World
Population Prospects: The 2008 Revision. It
also presents population data from the latest
censuses of member countries. The section on
labour force includes information on the
economic activity and unemployment in member
countries taken from the International Labour
Organization database.

Table 1.1 is on Population. The data is for
the de facto mid-year population, covering all
residents, regardless of legal status or
citizenship, except for refugees not permanently
settled in the country of asylum. The average
annual growth rate is the average annual rate of
change in the total population over a five-year
period, starting and ending in the middle of the
indicated years.

The table presents estimates of total
population and average annual population
growth rate of the World, Arab countries and
ESCWA region since 1990. Currently,

Table 1.2 is on Birth and death. The
estimates of crude birth rates (CBR) and crude
death rates (CDR) is the total number of births/
deaths in a population during a given period
divided by the total number of person-years
lived/exposed to the risk of dying during the
same period, equivalent to the mean population
or average population for the period and
presented per 1,000 people for five-year periods.

Table 1.3 is on Children and elderly. It
presents data on the proportion of children aged
(0-14) in total population, as well as the
proportion of elderly aged (65+) in total
population, referred to as the share of dependent
population. Averages are calculated by ESCWA
using the population aged 0-14 for children
weight, and the population aged 65 and above as
elderly weight based on the World Population
Prospects: The 2008 Revision).

Table 1.4 is on Fertility. The total fertility
rate is the number of children a woman would
have by the end of their reproductive period if
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she experienced the current prevailing age-
specific ~ fertility rates throughout her
childbearing life. Reported as annual averages
for five-year periods starting and ending in the
middle of the indicated years. The adolescent
fertility rate measures the annual number of
births to women 15 to 19 years of age per 1,000
women in that age group. It represents the risk
of childbearing among adolescent women 15 to
19 years of age. It is also referred to as the age-
specific fertility rate for women aged 15-19.

Tables 1.5 and 1.6 is on Population by
latest census. The tables present data by age
groups and rural/urban areas. Population data
refer to the de facto population. Urban area is
determined according to the respective national
census definition.

Table 1.7 is on the Economic activity
rates. The data highlights the economic activity
rates by sex and age group in ESCWA countries,
according to the latest available year.

Table 1-8 is on Unemployment. The data
highlights the adult and youth unemployment
rates by sex in ESCWA countries, according to
the latest available year.

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Chapter II:
Education and llliteracy

This chapter addresses education in the
ESCWA member countries and includes data on
student enrolment at various levels, teaching
staff, adult and youth illiteracy rates and other
related indicators. Definitions of education
levels are based on the 1997 version of the
International ~ Standard  Classification  of
Education (ISCED97). Data cover public and
private education; students studying abroad are
not included in this analysis. Data for this
chapter was obtained from UNESCO Institute
for Statistics (UIS) due to the lack of national
data and methodological disparity.

Table 11-1 is on Illiteracy and Literacy. It
presents the adult illiteracy rates (15+ years)
and youth illiteracy rates (15-24 years), by sex
for the periods 1995-2004 and 2005-2007. It
also presents the Literacy Gender Parity Index
for the same time periods. In the ESCWA region
Adult and Youth illiteracy has decreased for all
the countries and the Literacy Gender Parity
Index has been moving closer to 1 for most
countries. Kuwait records the lowest adult
illiteracy rate of 5.5 per cent and Yemen records
the highest rate of 41.1 per cent for 2005-2007.
The data shows that Bahrain and Yemen attain
the lowest youth illiteracy rate of 0.2 per cent
and the highest rate of 19.6 per cent,
respectively, in 2005-2007.

Table 11-2 is on Primary Education. It
focuses on primary education in ESCWA
member countries by indicating the number of
enrolled students and teaching staff at the
primary level, by sex, in addition to gross and
net enrolment ratios for the period 2002-2008.
While the teaching staff category includes full-
and part-time teachers, it excludes staff such as
administrators and librarians who do not
perform teaching functions. The gross enrolment
ratio in primary education has been increasing
steadily in most ESCWA countries, with the
Syrian Arab Republic having the highest gross
enrolment ratio of 124.4 per cent and Sudan the
lowest ratio of 68.7 per cent for 2008.

It portrays secondary education in
ESCWA member countries by displaying the
number of enrolled students and teaching staff
at the secondary level, by sex, in addition to
gross and net enrolment ratios for the period
2002-2008. It also provides a breakdown for
technical/vocational and general programmes.
The gross and net enrolment ratio for all
programs in secondary education have also been
increasing in ESCWA countries. Saudi Arabia
records the highest gross enrolment ratio of 94.6
per cent and Sudan the lowest ratio of 33.5 per
cent for in 2008. Qatar records the highest net
enrolment ratio in secondary education of 79.2
per cent and Syria the lowest ratio of 74 per cent
for countries with available data in 2008.

Table 11-4 is on Tertiary Education. It
presents the gross enrolment ratio for tertiary
education, by sex for the period 2001-2007.
From the ESCWA countries that reported data
for 2006 and 2007, Jordan, Lebanon, Oman and
Qatar recorder increases in tertiary Qross
enrolment while Palestine recorded a slight
decrease.

Chapter 1V:
Gender equality

In addition to the effort of mainstreaming
gender statistics in the publication, this Chapter
focuses on the third Goal of the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) in “Promote
Gender Equality and Empower Women” in the
ESCWA member countries.

Table IV-1 is on Gender Parity in
Education. The “Gender Parity Index” (GPI) in
primary, secondary and tertiary education is the
the level of girls’ access to education compared
to that of boys’ access. It is calculated by
dividing the Gross Enrolment Ratio for female
students by the Gross Enrolment Ratio for male
students enrolled at primary, secondary and
tertiary levels of education. A GPI of less than 1
indicates that there are fewer girls, in proportion
to the appropriate school-age population, than
boys in the formal education system. Data for
this indicator was obtained from UNESCO
Institute for Statistics (UIS) in November 20009.
The table presents GPI in each level of
education since 1999.  Most countries have
reached, or exceeded parity with the exception
of Irag, Sudan and Yemen. Gender inequities in
education continue to exist in some Arab
societies due to a variety of reasons. It is also
worth noting that in some Gulf countries there
are more girls than boys enrolled in the tertiary
levels of education. .
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Table 1V- 2 is on Women in Wage
Employment. The indicator” Share of women in
wage employment in the non-agricultural
sector” is the share of female workers in wage
employment in the non-agricultural sector
expressed as a percentage of total wage
employment in that same sector. The indicator
measures the degree to which labour markets are
open to women in industry and service sectors,
which not only affects equal employment
opportunity for women but also economic
efficiency through flexibility of the labour
market and therefore the economy’s ability to
adapt to change. The main source of data is
based on the United Nations Statistics Division
(UNSD) database accessed in November 2009.
Missing values were complemented by
consistent data from national statistical offices
as well as the International Labor Statistics
database. There has been a moderate increase in
the share of women in wage employment since
1990 in some countries, which indicates that
working women have become more integrated
into the monetary economy through participation
in the formal and informal sectors. The share of
women in wage employment is highest in
Kuwait of 31.9 and 34.7 per cent in 1995 and
2000, and lowest in Yemen of 7.0 and 6.3 per
cent in 2000 and 2006. Labour markets remain
strongly gender segregated in many countries
due to short supply of productive work which
disproportionately affect women’s employment.
Women are much more likely than men to work
as contributing family workers without pay, and
in the informal sector.

Table IV-3 is on Women in Decision-
making. It presents data on the indicator on
“Proportion of seats held by women in national
parliament” expressed as a percentage of all
occupied seats. The indicator measures women’s
political representation and their political
leadership positions in decision making. Data
from 1990 to 2009, extracted from the UNSD
database accessed in November 2009, show
significant variation between member countries
in the proportion of seats held by women in
national parliament. In 2009, the proportion
ranges from 0.3 per cent in Yemen to 25.5 per
cent in lraq. Iraq is 4.5 percentage points from
the target goal of 30 per cent, followed by the
United Arab Emirates at 22.5 per cent.

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Nevertheless, the process of strengthening and
enforcing women’s political rights is making
slow progress in the region. Women are still
under-represented in national parliaments in
most countries. The proportion of seats held by
women in national parliament has declined in
two countries, namely Egypt, Oman and Yemen.

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Chapter V:
Energy

This chapter presents the status of energy
forms in ESCWA member countries between 2005
and 2008 covering crude oil and natural gas
reserves; production; refining capacity and output;
domestic consumption; electric power generation;
peak load, installed capacity of power stations;
electricity generated by different types of turbines;
and the trends of total and per capita electricity
consumption.

Data were collected from primary sources
such as statisitcal abstracts and bulletins issued by
authorities in  member countries and from
specialized sources, including the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC) and the
Organization of Arab Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OAPEC), Arab Union of Producers,
Transporters and Distributors of Electricity, and
also from highly reputable international sources,
namely, the Oil and Gas Journal and the BP
Statistical Review of World Energy; Other sources
of data included specialized studies published by
ESCWA and international organizations, with
priority given to United Nations sources.

Tables V-1 and V-2 provide oil and natural
gas reserves in the ESCWA region. It shows the
important role of the region in terms of global
energy provision, with the ESCWA region
accounting for some 50 per cent of the world total
of oil and approximately 26 per cent of the world
total of natural gas in 2008.

Table V-3 gives the total energy production
in the ESCWA region. It indicates that the
ESCWA region accounts for 27 per cent of total
world crude oil production and 11 per cent of
world natural gas production in 2008. The table
also shows that crude oil constituted about 77 per
cent of total energy production within the ESCWA
region in 2008, while natural gas represented about
22 per cent and hydroelectricity accounted for less
than 1 per cent of that production..

Table V-6 presents refineries’ production in the
ESCWA region.

Table V-7 illustrates electricity generation
by type and Table V-8 examines electricity
generation. Hydroelectricity represented 4 per cent
of the total installed capacity of electric power
stations in the region in 2008. The remaining 96
percent represents thermal electricity, including
steam turbines, which accounted for 43 per cent,
gas turbines for 32 per cent and combined cycle
turbines for 14 per cent.

Table V-9 shows oil consumption in the
ESCWA region. Table V-10 looks at natural gas
consumption in the ESCWA region. It can be noted
that oil consumption and natural gas consumption
in the region increased by more than 7% in
comparison to 2007.

Electricity consumption by sector is
presented in Table V-11. Table V-12 gives the total
primary energy consumption in the ESCWA region
and Table V-13 illustrates per capita energy
consumption in  ESCWA  countries.  Qil
consumption accounted for approximately 54 per
cent of the primary energy consumption in the
region in 2008, natural gas consumption for some
45 per cent, hydroelectricity consumption for less
than 2 per cent, while coal consumption was
negligible.

Chapter VI:
Air Pollution

This chapter reviews the quality of air and
the phasing out of the ozone depleting substances
in the ESCWA countries between 2002 and 2007
covering CO, emissions per country, CO, emission
per capita, Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) and
Hydro-chlorofluorocarbons (HCFCs) and Ozone
depleting substances.

Available data was found at the Millennium
Development Goal Database and covers the period
varying from 1990 till 2007. The available data is
based on global monitoring system to evaluate the
growth of CO, emissions throughout time. On the
other hand, the ozone depleting substances, CFCs
and HCFCs data is based on national figures
reported to the Ozone Secretariat at the United
Nations Environmental Programme (UNEP).

Tables VI-1 and VI-2 provide the CO,
emission for ESCWA countries per year, as well as
per capita per year. The tables outline the growing
CO, emissions in the ESCWA region, whether on
the regional or national scale, or on the total
emissions or per capita scale. An increase of 2 per
cent in the CO, emissions per year is recorded on
the region level, and 31 per cent for Oman between
2005 and 2006.

Tables VI-3, VI-4 and VI-5 tackle the
consumption of ozone depleting substances. Table
VI-3 reviews the phasing-out of all ozone depleting
substances for the ESCWA region. Table VI-4 and
VI-5 depict the CFC and HCFC consumption in the
ESCWA region and shows the variance between
2003 and 2008.

Chapter VII:
Industry

This chapter displays selected industrial
statistics of the (manufacturing and mining and
quarrying sectors) in ESCWA member countries
for the period 2000-2007. The data comprise
number of establishments, number of employees,
and total investments in industries classified as
per the International Standard Industrial
Classification (ISIC) Rev.2 and/or Rev.3. In
addition, the chapter presents amounts of output,
value added, as well as wages and salaries paid to
employees of industries in ESCWA countries in
national currencies and in US Dollar, also
classified per ISIC Rev.2 and/or Rev.3.

Data of this chapter were collected from
national and official sources when available, and
from databases of the United Nations Industrial
Development Organization (UNIDO) and the
Arab Industrial and Mining Organization
(AIDMO) and certain specialized publications
issued by Arab and international organizations.

Tables VI1I-1 and V1I-2 present the share of
industry in the Gross Domestic Product (GDP)
and the level of industrial output in the GDP
during the period of 2000-2007. The share of the
manufacturing industry in the GDP for ESCWA
countries reached 10.2% for the year 2007
whereas the share of the mining and quarrying
industry in ESCWA countries reached 39.5% for
the same reference year. In addition, data of this
chapter show that the value added of the
manufacturing industry is 799 US dollars per
capita in 2007, while, the value added of the
manufacturing industry is 3875 US dollars US
dollars per capita for the same reference year.

Table VII-3 shows the average wage of the
employee in manufacturing industries. The data
indicate that the wages of employees have
increased in the manufacturing industry sector in
all the countries. The highest average employee
wage was at US $14,327 in Kuwait followed by
Oman with an average of US $7,648 then Qatar
with US $7,483 for the year 2005

This  chapter provides data on
international trade for ESCWA member
countries in United States dollars. Data were
primarily compiled from national sources.

Table IX-1 includes the trade of ESCWA
member countries as a share of the total world
trade and of trade of developed and developing
countries as a percentage for 1990, 1995, 2000,
and 2004 — 2008. It indicates that the share of
exports from ESCWA member countries as a
percentage of total exports of developed
countries increased noticeably from 13.6 per
cent to 16 per cent between 2007 and 2008.
While the share of ESCWA countries exports of
total exports of developed countries reached 8.5
per cent in 2008.

The total value of imports, exports and
balance of trade for the period 2004-2008 is
illustrated in table 1X-2. Data indicate that the
total value of exports from ESCWA member
countries increased by 45.8 per cent in 2007.
The balance of trade for ESCWA countries
registered USD billions 327.1 in 2007.

Tables 1X-3 and VIII-4 detail the
geographical distribution of imports and exports
for ESCWA member countries for the period
2004-2008. Tables IX-5 and VI11-6 highlight the
value of imports and exports, including oil, by
Harmonized System (HS) for the period 2004-
2008.

Some differences may be found
between data in tables 1X-5 and 1X-6 and those
in tables 1X-2, IX-3 and IX-4. This may be
attributed to the non- distribution of oil
import/export values or re-export values by H.S
sections to different countries and economic
blocs, the non-distribution of import/export
values of the free zones or non-monetary gold,
or may be attributed to differences in
mathematical approximation.

This chapter contains financial and price
indices of ESCWA member countries, in
national currency, for the period 2004-2008,
covering government revenues and
expenditures, monetary and banking statistics
such as money supply and banking credit, and
items in the balance of payments for the
countries of the ESCWA region, FDI statistics
and consumer price indices. The data was
collected from national sources and from data
published by United Nations agencies.

Table X-1 presents present total
government revenues in ESCWA member
countries, including grants. Table X-2 shows
the government expenditures for the period
2004-2008.

Table X-3 provides data on money
supply for the period 2004-2008, narrowly
defined (M1), i.e. including demand deposits
and currency in circulation outside the banking
system, broadly defined (M2), i.e. the sum of
M1 and quasi-money (time deposits, savings
deposits and foreign currency deposits), and
M3, i.e. the sum of M2 and large time deposits,
institutional money-market funds, short-term
repurchase agreements, and other larger liquid
assets.

Table X-4, shows the distribution of
credit by economic activity for the period
2004-2008.

Table X-5 presents balance-of-payments
statistics for ESCWA countries for the period
2004-2008.

Chapter XI:
Information and Communication Technology

This chapter contains data on the
information and communication technology
(ICT) sector in the ESCWA region for the
period 1995-2008. Averages are calculated by
ESCWA using total population as weight. The
source of population data is from World
Population Prospects: The 2008 Revision. The
source of ICT data and definitions are from the
International Telecommunication Union, World
Telecommunication/ICT Indicators 2008
Database and online ICTEYE.

Table XI-1 is on Fixed Telephones. It shows
the number of fixed telephone mainlines per 100
population since 1990. A fixed telephone line
connects a subscriber’s terminal equipment to
the public switched telephone network.
Synonymous with Direct Exchange Line (DEL),
and may or may not be the same as an access
line or a subscriber. Fixed telephone lines have
been increasing steadily at an annual rate of 9
per cent from 1995 till 2008 in the ESCWA
region. In 2008, the United Arab Emirates had
the highest fixed telephone lines of about 33.6
per 100 population, while Sudan had the lowest
of almost 1 line. In 2008, the number of fixed
telephone lines per 100 population in the
ESCWA region is less than the World by around
8 lines.

Table XI1-2 is on Cellular Phones. It provides
the number of cellular subscribers per 100
population since. Mobile subscribers are users
of portable telephones who subscribe to an
automatic public mobile telephone service that
provides access to the public switched telephone
network using cellular technology. There has
been a significant increase in the number of
cellular subscribers for each of the fourteen
ESCWA member countries. The number of
cellular subscriptions in the ESCWA region
increased from about 3 per 100 population in
2000 to about 57.8 in 2007, nearly reaching the
World’s number of 59.6 subscriptions.

Table XI-3 is on the share of total cellular
phones in total of fixed and mobile phones. It is
derived from the data provided in the previous
two tables. The table depicts a higher share of
84 per cent for the ESCWA region compared to
World’s at 76 per cent in 2008. In Sudan for
example, which recorded the highest share, 97
per cent of all phones are mobile, while the
lowest share was in Lebanon at 65.6 per cent in
2008. There has been an explosive boom in the
use of mobile phones over the past years in
comparison to the small increases gained in the
fixed telephone lines in the ESCWA region.

Table XI-4 is on Personal Computers. It shows
the number of personal computers per 100
population. It is the number of personal
computers in use in a particular country. There
has been a steady increase in personal computers
per 100 population in the ESCWA region. The
rate ranges between 30 per 100 population in the
Syrian Arab Republic and around 3 in the
United Arab Emirates in 2006. The number of
personal computers in the ESCWA member
countries, excluding Irag, Jordan and Lebanon,
is estimated at 9 personal computer per 100
population in 2007.

Table XI-5 provide information on Internet
users. It shows the number of internet users,
expressed per 100 population. The estimation
method varies by country or area. The number
of actual users is usually derived from the
number of subscribers indicated by Internet
service providers. Specialized surveys are also
a source for this data in some countries. The
number of internet users ranges between 65.2
per 100 population for the United Arab Emirates
and 1 user in Iraq in 2008. The ESCWA regional
number of internet users is about 14 per 100
population compared to 23 for the World.
